AN ACT Relating to the oral history program anmending RCW
43.07. 380, 43.07.220, 43.07.230, 43.07.240, and 43.07.037; adding a new
section to chapter 42.52 RCW addi ng new sections to chapter 44.04 RCW
addi ng a new section to chapter 43.07 RCW creating new sections; and
recodi fying RCW 43. 07. 220, 43.07.230, and 43. 07. 240.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. Washington has devel oped an i npressive oral
hi story program of recording and docunenting the recollections of
public officials and citizens who have contributed to the rich
political history surrounding the |egislature. School s, nuseuns,
hi storians, state agencies, and interested citizens have benefited from
the availability of these educational materials. The purpose of this
act is to enhance this resource by reinforcing the decision-nmaking role
of the |egislature.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 42.52 RCW
to read as foll ows:
This chapter does not prohibit the secretary of the senate, the
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chief clerk of the house of representatives, or their designee from
soliciting and accepting contributions to the legislative oral history
account created in section 9 of this act.

Sec. 3. RCWA43.07.380 and 2003 c 164 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

The oral history, state library, and archives account is created in
the custody of the state treasurer. Al'l nmoneys received under RCW
43.07.370 nust be deposited in the account. Expenditures from the
account may be nmade only for the purposes of the ((eral—histeryprogram
uhder—RCOW-43-07-220,)) archives program under RCW 40.14.020, ((and))
the state |ibrary program under chapter 27.04 RCW_and for conducting
oral histories under section 11 of this act. Only the secretary of
state or the secretary of state's designee nmay authorize expenditures
fromthe account. An appropriation is not required for expenditures,
but the account is subject to allotnment procedures under chapter 43.88
RCW

Sec. 4. RCW43.07.220 and 1991 ¢ 237 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The secretary of ((state)) the senate and the chief clerk of
the house of representatives, at the direction of the oral history
advisory commttee, shall adm nister and conduct a programto record
and docunent oral histories of current and fornmer nenbers and staff of

t he Washi ngton state |egislature, ((eurrent—andformerstate governrent
ofHetals—and—persoennel-)) and other citizens who have participated in

the political history of the Wshington state |egislature. The
secretary of ((state—shall)) the senate and the chief clerk of the
house of representatives may contract with independent oral historians
((anrd—through)) or the history departnents of the state universities to
interview and record oral histories. The tapes and tape transcripts
shal |l be indexed and nade avail able for research and reference through
the state archives. The transcripts, together with current and
hi stori cal photographs, may be published for distribution to libraries
and ((fersalete)) the general public, and posted on the legislative
oral history web site.

(2) The oral history of a person who occupied positions, or was
staff to a person who occupied positions, in nore than one branch of
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governnent, shall be conducted by the entity authorized to conduct oral
hi stories of persons in the position last held by the person who is the
subject of the oral history. However, the person being interviewed nmay
select the entity he or she wishes to prepare his or her oral history.

Sec. 5. RCW43.07.230 and 1991 ¢ 237 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

An oral history advisory commttee is created, which shall consi st
of the follow ng individuals:

(1) Four nenbers of the house of representatives, two fromeach of
the two | argest caucuses of the house, appointed by the speaker of the
house of representatives;

(2) Four menbers of the senate, two from each of the two | argest
caucuses of the senate, appointed by the president of the senate;

(3) The chief clerk of the house of representatives;

(4) The secretary of the senate; and

(5) The secretary of state.

Ex officio menbers may be appointed by a majority vote of the
commttee's nenbers. The chair of the commttee shall be a |legislator
and shall be elected by a majority vote of the conmttee nenbers.

Sec. 6. RCW43.07.240 and 1991 ¢ 237 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

The oral history advisory committee shall have the follow ng
responsibilities:

(1) To select appropriate oral history interview candi dates and
subj ect s;

(2) To select transcripts or portions of transcripts, and rel ated
hi storical material, for publication;

(3) To advise the secretary of state, the secretary of the senate,
and the chief clerk of the house of representatives on the format and
length of individual interview series and on appropriate issues and
subjects for related series of interviews;

(4) To advise the secretary of state, the secretary of the senate,
and the chief clerk of the house of representatives on the appropriate
subjects, format, and length of interviews and on the process for
conducting oral history interviews with subjects currently serving in
t he Washi ngton state | egislature;
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(5) To advise the secretary of ((state)) the senate and the chief
clerk of the house of representatives on joint prograns and activities
wWith state universities, colleges, nuseuns, and other groups conducting
oral histories; and

(6) To advise the secretary of ((state)) the senate and the chief
clerk of the house of representatives on other aspects of the
adm nistration of the oral history program and on the conduct of
i ndi vi dual interview projects.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 7. A new section is added to chapter 44.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
representatives may fund oral history activities through donations as
provided in section 8 of this act. The activities may include, but not
be Ilimted to, conducting interviews, preparing and i ndexing
transcripts, publishing transcripts and photographs, and presenting
di spl ays and prograns. Donations that do not neet the criteria of the
| egislative oral history program may not be accepted. The secretary of
the senate and the chief clerk of the house of representatives shal
adopt joint rules necessary to inplenent this section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. A new section is added to chapter 44.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
representatives may solicit and accept gifts, grants, conveyances,
bequests, and devises of real or personal property, or both, in trust
or otherwise, and sell, |ease, exchange, invest, or expend these
donations or the proceeds, rents, profits, and incone from the
donations except as limted by the donor's terns.

(2) Mneys received under this section may be used only for
conducting oral histories.

(3) Moneys received under this section nmust be deposited in the
| egi sl ative oral history account established in section 9 of this act.

(4) The secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
representatives shall adopt joint rules to govern and protect the
recei pt and expenditure of the proceeds.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 9. A new section is added to chapter 44.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The |l egislative oral history account is created in the custody of
the state treasurer. Al noneys received under section 8 of this act
must be deposited in the account. Expenditures fromthe account may be
made only for the purposes of the legislative oral history program
under RCW 43.07.220 (as recodified by this act). Only the secretary of
the senate or the chief clerk of the house of representatives or their
desi gnee may aut horize expenditures fromthe account. An appropriation
is not required for expenditures, but the account is subject to
al | ot ment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. (1) Al powers, duties, and functions of
the secretary of state pertaining to the oral history program are
transferred to the secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the
house of representatives. All references to the secretary of state or
the office of the secretary of state in the Revised Code of WAshi ngton
shall be construed to nean the secretary of the senate and the chief
clerk of the house of representatives when referring to the functions
transferred in this section.

(2)(a) Al reports, docunents, surveys, books, records, files,
papers, or witten material in the possession of the secretary of state
pertaining to the powers, functions, and duties transferred shall be
delivered to the custody of the secretary of the senate and the chief
clerk of the house of representatives. Al cabinets, furniture, office
equi pnent, notor vehicles, and other tangible property enpl oyed by the
secretary of state in carrying out the powers, functions, and duties
transferred shall be made available to the secretary of the senate and
the chief clerk of the house of representatives. Al funds, credits,
or other assets held in connection with the powers, functions, and
duties transferred shall be assigned to the secretary of the senate and
the chief clerk of the house of representatives.

(b) Any appropriations made to the secretary of state for carrying
out the powers, functions, and duties transferred shall, on the
effective date of this section, be transferred and credited to the
Secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
representatives.
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(c) Wienever any question arises as to the transfer of any
personnel, funds, books, docunents, records, papers, files, equipnent,
or other tangible property used or held in the exercise of the powers
and the performance of the duties and functions transferred, the
director of financial managenent shall make a determi nation as to the
proper allocation and certify the sanme to the state agencies concerned.

(3) Al enployees of the secretary of state engaged in perform ng
the powers, functions, and duties transferred are transferred to the
jurisdiction of the secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the
house of representatives. Al enployees classified under chapter 41.06
RCW the state civil service law, are assigned to the secretary of the
senate and the chief clerk of the house of representatives to perform
their usual duties upon the same terns as fornmerly, w thout any |oss of
rights, subject to any action that nmay be appropriate thereafter in
accordance with the laws and rul es governing state civil service.

(4) Al rules and all pending business before the secretary of
state pertaining to the powers, functions, and duties transferred shal
be continued and acted upon by the secretary of the senate and the
chief clerk of the house of representatives. Al'l existing contracts
and obligations shall remain in full force and shall be perforned by
the secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
representatives.

(5) The transfer of the powers, duties, functions, and personnel of
the secretary of state shall not affect the validity of any act
performed before the effective date of this section.

(6) If apportionnments of budgeted funds are required because of the
transfers directed by this section, the director of financia
managenent shall certify the apportionnments to the agencies affected,
the state auditor, and the state treasurer. Each of these shall nake
the appropriate transfer and adjustnents in funds and appropriation
accounts and equi pnment records in accordance with the certification.

(7) Nothing contained in this section nmay be construed to alter any
exi sting collective bargaining unit or the provisions of any existing
collective bargaining agreenent until the agreenent has expired or
until the bargaining unit has been nodified by action of the public
enpl oynent rel ati ons conm ssion as provided by | aw.

(8) The secretary of the senate and the chief clerk of the house of
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 11. A new section is added to chapter 43.07 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The secretary of state, at the direction of the oral history
advisory conmttee in RCW 43.07.230, my admnister and conduct a
program to record and docunent oral histories of current and forner
state governnent officials and personnel, and other citizens who have
participated in the political history of Wshington state. The
secretary of state may contract with independent oral historians or the
hi story departnents of the state universities to interview and record
oral histories. The tapes and tape transcripts shall be indexed and
made avail able for research and reference through the state archives.
The transcripts, together with current and hi storical photographs, may
be published for distribution to libraries and the general public, and
posted on the secretary of state's web site.

(2) The oral history of a person who occupied positions, or was
staff to a person who occupied positions, in nore than one branch of
governnent, shall be conducted by the entity authorized to conduct oral
hi stories of persons in the position last held by the person who is the
subject of the oral history. However, the person being interviewd may
select the entity he or she wishes to prepare his or her oral history.

Sec. 12. RCW 43.07.037 and 1996 c 253 s 105 are each amended to
read as foll ows:

The secretary of state ((and—the—eounett)) may accept gifts,
grants, conveyances, bequests, and devises, of real or personal
property, or both, in trust or otherwi se, and sell, |ease, exchange,
i nvest, or expend these donations or the proceeds, rents, profits, and
incone fromthe donations except as limted by the donor's terns. The
secretary of state shall adopt rules to govern and protect the receipt
and expenditure of the proceeds.
