AN ACT Relating to reducing the penalty for a person conducting
unlawful internet ganbling in his or her primary residence for
recreational purposes to a m sdeneanor; anending RCW 9.46.240; and
prescribing penalties.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWO9.46.240 and 2006 ¢ 290 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Wioever knowingly transmts or receives ganbling information by
t el ephone, t el egraph, radi o, semaphor e, t he i nt ernet, a
t el ecommuni cations transm ssion system or simlar nmeans, or know ngly
installs or maintains equipnment for the transm ssion or receipt of
ganbling information, other than a person described in subsection (2)
of this section, shall be guilty of a class C felony subject to the
penalty set forth in RCWO9A. 20.021. ((Hewevers))

(2) Woever knowingly transmits or receives ganbling infornmation
over the internet or knowngly installs or naintains equipnent for the
transm ssion or receipt of ganbling infornation over the internet, in
his or her primary residence for recreational purposes, is quilty of a
m sdeneanor subject to the penalty set forth in RCW 9A 20.021. For
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purposes of this subsection, "recreational purposes” neans for the
defendant's own enjoynent and not as part of an enterprise that derives
incone fromoperating an internet web site that transmts or receives
ganbling information.

(3) This section shall not apply to such information transmtted or
received or equipnent installed or naintained relating to activities
aut hori zed by this chapter or to any act or acts in furtherance thereof
when conducted in conpliance with the provisions of this chapter and in
accordance wth the rul es adopted under this chapter.
