AN ACT Relating to professional certification of teachers; adding
a new section to chapter 28A 410 RCW and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature supports the intent of
professional certification of teachers, which is to award a second-
| evel state certificate based on conpetencies and a denonstration of a
positive inpact on student | earning. However, the legislature finds
that a uniform objective, and rigorous performance assessnent woul d be
a nore credi bl e neasure of conpetency in the classroomthan conpletion
of an additional professional devel opment program The | egislature
recogni zes that sone teachers wll want and seek additiona
pr of essi onal devel opnent through a professional certificate program and
intends to continue to offer this as an option, as |ong as candi dates
for pr of essi onal certification also conplete the performance
assessnent. Once the conpetencies and performance expected from
prof essional certificate holders are proven to have a positive inpact
on student learning, the legislature intends to reward this |evel of
performance through the conpensation system
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 28A 410
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) The professional educator standards board shall adopt standards
for and develop, field test, and inplenment a uniform and externally
adm ni stered performance assessnment for the professional certification
of teachers. The assessnent shall neasure denonstrated teaching skil
and shall include objective data and evidence that the teacher has a
positive inpact on student | earning.

(2) The professional educator standards board shall adopt rules for
professional certification of teachers that allow candidates to
conpl ete an approved professional certificate program and successfully
conplete the performance assessnent or to successfully conplete the
per formance assessnent w thout conpleting an approved program

(3) The professional educator standards board shall conduct a
rigorous evaluation of the outconmes of the professional certificate
performance assessnent in this section, wusing a nethodology that
i ncl udes conparison groups and objective, data-driven neasures of
st udent | ear ni ng. The purpose of the evaluation is to determ ne the
i npact of a professionally certified teacher on student |earning, based
on the denonstrated know edge and skills neasured by the perfornmance
assessnent.

(4) After the professional educator standards board determ nes,
based on the evidence, that professionally certified teachers have a
positive inpact on student |learning, the legislature intends to provide
professionally certified teachers with a conpensati on bonus.
