AN ACT Relating to creating a Washington state ferries conm ssion
amendi ng RCW 47. 60. 005; addi ng new sections to chapter 47.60 RCW and
provi ding an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW47.60.005 and 2007 ¢ 512 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Adaptive rmanagenent” nmeans a systematic process for
continually inproving nmanagenent policies and practices by |earning
fromthe outcones of operational prograns.

(2) "Capital plan" neans the state ferry system pl an devel oped by
the departnent as described in RCW 47.06.050(2) and adopted by the
conmi ssi on.

(3) "Capital project” has the sanme neaning as used in budget
i nstructions devel oped by the office of financial nmanagenent.

(4) "Comm ssion" neans the ((+ranspoertatioen)) WAshington state
ferries conm ssion created in ((REAW47401-051)) section 2 of this act.
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(5 "lnprovenent project”™ has the sanme neaning as in the budget

instructions devel oped by the office of financial managenent. If the
budget instructions do not define inprovenent project, then it has the
sane nmeaning as "program project” in the budget instructions. If a

project neets both the inprovenment project and preservation project
definitions in this section it nust be defined as an inprovenent
proj ect . New vessel acquisitions nust be defined as inprovenent
proj ects.

(6) "Life-cycle cost nodel" neans that portion of a capital asset
i nventory system which, anong other things, is used to estimate future
preservation needs.

(7) "Maintenance cost" has the sanme neaning as used in budget
i nstructions devel oped by the office of financial nanagenent.

(8) "Preservation project” has the sanme neaning as used in budget
i nstructions devel oped by the office of financial nmanagenent.

(9) "Route" nmeans all ferry sailings fromone | ocation to anot her,
such as the Seattle to Bainbridge route or the Port Townsend to
Keyst one route.

(10) "Sailing" nmeans an individual ferry sailing for a specific
route, such as the 5:00 p.m sailing fromSeattle to Brenerton

(11) "Travel shed" nmeans one or nore ferry routes wth distinct
characteristics as determ ned by the departnent.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 47.60 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The Washington state ferries commssion is created and shal
consi st of eleven voting nenbers, one appointed by the ferry advisory
commttee or commttees of each of the eight counties with a ferry
advi sory conmttee or commttees, and three appointed by the governor,
with the consent of the senate.

(2) The president of the senate shall appoint two menbers of the
senate from counties containing a ferry advisory conmttee or
committees to serve as nonvoting nenbers of the conm ssion.

(3) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint two
menbers of the house of representatives from counties containing a
ferry advisory commttee or commttees to serve as nonvoting nenbers of
t he comm ssi on.
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(4) Al terms shall be for four years, wth the exception of five
initial ternms of voting nmenbers. The voting nenbers of the conm ssion
shall determne the five nenbers that will serve initial terns of two
years.

(5) No elective state official, state officer, or state enployee
shall be a voting nenber of the comm ssion.

(6) No nore than two voting nenbers of the conm ssion shall reside
in the sanme county.

(7) Menbers may be renoved fromoffice by the governor before the
expiration of their terns for cause. No nenber shall be appointed for
nore than two consecutive terns.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 47.60 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The conmm ssion shall neet at times it deens advisable but at
least on a quarterly basis with neetings to be held in different

counties containing a ferry advisory commttee or conmttees. The
comm ssion nmay adopt its own rules and establish its own procedures.
The commi ssion shall act collectively in harnony wth recorded

resolutions or notions adopted by a majority vote of at |east six
menbers. The comm ssion may appoint an executive director, and shal
el ect one of its nenbers chair for a termof one year. The chair may
vote on all matters before the comm ssion. The comm ssion may retain
pl anners, consultants, and other technical personnel to advise it in
the performance of its duties.

(2) The comm ssion shall submt to each regular session of the
| egislature held in an odd-nunbered year its own budget proposal
necessary for the conm ssion's operations separate fromthat proposed
for the departnment.

(3) Each nenber of the commssion shall be conpensated in
accordance with RCW 43.03.250 and shall be reinbursed for actual
necessary traveling and other expenses in going to, attending, and
returning from neetings of the comm ssion, and actual and necessary
travel i ng and ot her expenses incurred in the discharge of such duties
as may be requested by a mpjority vote of the conm ssion or by the
secretary of transportation, but the entire conm ssion nenbership shall
not be conpensated for nore than one thousand two hundred thirty days
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conbi ned. Service on the comm ssion shall not be considered as service
credit for the purposes of any public retirenent system

(4) Each menber of the comm ssion shall disclose any actual or
potential conflict of interest, if applicable under the circunstance,
regardi ng any conm ssi on busi ness.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. This act takes effect July 1, 2008.
