AN ACT Rel ating to establishing patient-centered primary care pil ot
projects; creating new sections; and providing an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that our prinmary care
systemis severely faltering and the nunber of people choosing primry
care as a profession is decreasing dramatically. Primary care
providers include famly nedicine and general internal nedicine
physi ci ans, pediatricians, advanced regi stered nurse practitioners and
physi ci an assistants. A strong primary care system has been shown to
i nprove health outcomes and quality and to reduce overall health system
costs. To inprove the health and well-being of the people in the state
of Washi ngton, enhance the recruitnent, retention, performance, and
satisfaction of primary providers, our primary care system needs to be
restructured, inproved, and supported.

The legislature further finds that a patient-centered approach that

can manage chronic diseases, address acute illnesses and provide
effective prevention needs to be in place and the nedi cal hone may best
acconplish this goal. It is a place where health care is accessible,

conpassionate, and built on evidence-based strategies wth a team
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appr oach. Each patient receives nedically necessary acute, chronic,
prevention, and wellness services as well as other nedically
appropriate dental and behavioral services and other community support
services, all which are tailored to the individual needs of the
patient. Devel opnment and mai ntenance of nedical hones require changes
in how primary care providers with nedical honmes are reinbursed. There
is a critical need to identify reinbursenent strategies to
appropriately finance this delivery of care nodel

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) Wthin funds appropriated for this
purpose, the health care authority shall develop a pilot project
program to provide funding and technical assistance to primary care
providers willing and able to adopt and mai ntain nedi cal hone nodel s,
as defined by the departnent of social and health services in its
Novenber 2007 report to the legislature concerning inplenentation of
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5093 (chapter 5, Laws of 2007). The
health care authority shall seek input on the program devel opnent from
experts and interested stakeholders such as the Washington coalition
for primary care.

(2) The program shall be structured to allow adoption of nedica
homes in a variety of primary care practice settings throughout the
state and consider differing populations, geographic |ocations, and
other factors to allow for a broad testing of nedical hone adoption
including but not limted to rural comunities and areas that are
medi cal |y underserved. The program shall include consultation to
assist prinmary care practices to inprove office workflow and other
techni cal assi stance necessary to help assure adoption and use of the
| atest techniques in effective and cost-efficient, patient-centered
integrated health care. Selected pilot project sites nust agree to
submt valid neasures using patient input and heal th outconme neasures,
as required by the health care authority, to determ ne progress and
success and inform the understanding of best practices. The health
care authority shall consult with the Puget Sound health alliance when
sel ecting specific neasures to be used by pilot project sites.

(3) The program shall provide financial incentives to attract
primary care providers into primary care in the formof signing bonuses
or other incentives for pilot project sites selected under subsection
(2) of this section and, on a case-by-case basis, determ ne whether a

particular site needs financial assistance to attract a new primary
care provider. The health care authority shall determ ne the anount of
bonuses as seens appropriate for type of provider, |ocation of pilot,
and other relevant factors. It may also establish participation
requirenents for those primary care providers accepting signing
bonuses.

(4) The program shall provide start-up funding for adoption of
health information technol ogy nodels that have shown prom se and can
support medi cal honmes. Funding shall be avail able to approved sel ected
pilot project sites under subsection (2) of this section when such
sites also seek to incorporate health information technology into their
practice. These efforts shall be coordinated with the Washington
health information col | aborative, the health information infrastructure
advi sory board, and other efforts directed by RCW41. 05. 035.

(5) The health care authority may issue conpetitive contracts with
public and private entities to assist in inplenentation and technical
assi stance provision to pilot project sites authorized under this act.

(6) The health care authority shall issue a report to the health
care commttees of legislature on the progress and outcone of the pil ot
project program The report shall include, but not be limted to: (a)

Ef fecti veness of grant funding and technical assistance in pronoting
medi cal honmes and health information technol ogy; (b) identification of
best practices; an assessnent of how the pilot sites have affected
health outconmes, quality of <care, wutilization of services, cost-
efficiencies, and patient satisfaction; (c) a conparison of outcones,
service utilization, cost, and patient satisfaction wth a sanple
popul ation of enrollees in the state's uni form nedical plan who do not
receive services at a pilot site location; (d) an assessnent of how the
pilots inprove primary care provider satisfaction and recruitnment and
retention; and (e) any additional |egislative action that would pronote
medi cal home adoption in primary care settings. A progress report
shal | be devel oped by January 1, 2009, with the final report due to the
| egi sl ature by Decenber 31, 2011

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) To better understand the current primary
care | andscape and future needs for primary care providers, the office
of financial managenent shall conduct a study in collaboration with the
health care authority, the department of health, departnent of soci al
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and health services nedical assistance, the state workforce training
and educati on coordi nati ng board, and interested stakehol ders such as
t he Washi ngton coalition for primary care.

(2) The study shall identify existing data sources, and pursue data
collection and analysis to: (a) Evaluate the current supply and scope
of service of primary care providers in the state, (b) identify current
practices that use a nedical honme nodel as defined by the departnent of
social and health services in its Novenber 2007 report to the
| egi sl ature concerning inplenentation of Second Substitute Senate Bil
No. 5093 (chapter 5, Laws of 2007), (c) project the provider supply
necessary for a robust prinmary care systemthrough nedi cal hones, (d)
identify the barriers and opportunities to increasing use of the
medi cal home nodel, and (e) quantify the value of primary care and
medi cal hones as a cost-efficient neans of inproving health outcones,
quality, and patient satisfaction. A report of the study's findings
shall be nmade to the health care conmttees of the legislature by July
1, 2009.

(3) As part of the five-year plan to change rei nbursenent required
under section 1 of Engrossed Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5930
(chapter 259, Laws of 2007), the health care authority and depart nent
of social and health services shall expand its assessnent on changi ng
rei mbursenment for primary care to support adoption of nedical hones to
i nclude nedicare, other federal and state payors, and third-party
payors, including health carriers under Title 48 RCW and ot her self-
funded payors. The health care authority shall also collaborate with
the Puget Sound health alliance, should that organization pursue a
project on nmedical hone reinbursenent. The goal of the collaboration
is to identify appropriate nedical honme reinbursenent strategies and
provi der performance neasurenents across all payors, and to garner
support anpbng payors to adopt paynent strategies that support nedica
home adoption and use. The health care authority shall report its
findings to the health care conmttees of the legislature with its
findings by January 1, 2009, with a recommended tineline for adoption
of paynment and provider performance strategies and recomended
| egi sl ati ve changes should | egislative action be necessary.
