AN ACT Relating to encouraging energy efficiency; anmending RCW
19. 260. 020, 19.260. 030, and 19. 260. 050; addi ng new sections to chapter
19. 260 RCW creating a new section; and providing an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW19.260.020 and 2006 ¢ 194 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Automatic comrercial ice cube machine" neans a factory-nade
assenbly, not necessarily shipped in one package, consisting of a
condensing unit and ice-nmaking section operating as an integrated unit
with nmeans for making and harvesting ice cubes. It may al so include
i ntegrated conponents for storing or dispensing ice, or both.

(2) "Ballast" means a device used with an electric discharge |anp
to obtain necessary circuit conditions, such as voltage, current, and
waveform for starting and operating the |anp.

(3) "Commercial clothes washer" neans a soft nount horizontal or
vertical-axis clothes washer that: (a) Has a clothes container
conpartnent no greater than 3.5 cubic feet in the case of a horizontal -
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axis product or no greater than 4.0 cubic feet in the case of a
vertical -axis product; and (b) is designed for use by nore than one
household, such as in multifamly housing, apartnents, or coin
| aundri es.

(4) "Commercial prerinse spray valve" neans a handheld device
designed and marketed for wuse wth comrercial dishwashing and
war ewashi ng equi pnent and that sprays water on dishes, flatware, and
ot her food service itens for the purpose of renoving food residue prior
to their cleaning.

(5)(a) "Comercial refrigerators and freezers" neans refrigerators,
freezers, or refrigerator-freezers designed for use by comercial or
institutional facilities for the purpose of storing or nerchandi sing
food products, beverages, or ice at specified tenperatures that: (i)
| ncor porate nost conponents involved in the vapor-conpression cycle and
the refrigerated conpartnment in a single cabinet; and (ii) nmay be
configured wth either solid or transparent doors as a reach-in
cabi net, pass-through cabinet, roll-in cabinet, or roll-through
cabi net .

(b) "Conmmercial refrigerators and freezers"” does not include: (i)
Products with ((85)) eighty-five cubic feet or nore of internal vol ung;
(i) walk-in refrigerators or freezers; (iii) consunmer products that
are federally regul ated pursuant to 42 U.S.C. Sec. 6291 et seq.; (iv)
products w thout doors; or (v) freezers specifically designed for ice
cream

(6) "Conpensation” nmeans noney or any other valuable thing,
regardl ess of form received or to be received by a person for services
render ed.

(7) "Departnent"” mneans the departnent of community, trade, and
econom ¢ devel opnent .

(8) "Enhanced spectrunmi’ neans an incandescent lanp that is not a
col ored incandescent |anp, and, when operated at its rated voltage and
wattage: (a) Has a color point (x,y) chromaticity coordinates on the
comm ssion internationale de |'eclairage (C.1.E.) 1931 chromaticity
diagramthat lies below the bl ack-body |ocus; and (b) has a color point
(x,y) chromaticity coordinates on the CI1.E. 1931 chronaticity diagram
that lies at |least four MacAdam steps distant fromthe col or point of
a clear lanp with the sane filanent and bulb shape, operated at the
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sane rated voltage and wattage. The MacAdam steps are defined as

referenced in illumnating engineering society of North Anerica
LM 16-1993.

(9) "General purpose lights" neans |anps, bulbs, tubes, or other
electric devices that provide functional illumnation for indoor
residential, indoor comercial, and outdoor use. "General purpose
lights” do not include any of the followng specialty lighting:
Appliance, black light, bug, colored, infrared, left-hand thread,
marine, narine signal service, mne service, plant light, reflector,
rough service, shatter resistant, sign service, silver bow, showcase,
three-way, traffic signal, and vibration service or vibration
resistant. "General purpose lights" also do not include lights needed

to provide special needs lighting for individuals with exceptiona
needs.

(10) "CGeneral service incandescent |anp" neans a general service
i ncandescent |anp as defined under 42 U.S.C. Sec. 6291 as of January 1,
2008.

(11) "High-intensity discharge | amp" neans a lanp in which light is
produced by the passage of an electric current through a vapor or gas,
and in which the light-producing arc is stabilized by bulb wall
tenperature and the arc tube has a bulb wall |oading in excess of three
watts per square centineter

((9Y)) (12) "Metal halide |anmp" means a high-intensity di scharge
anmp in which the major portion of the light is produced by radiation
of metal halides and their products of dissociation, possibly in
conbination with netallic vapors.

((291)) (13) "Metal halide lamp fixture" means a light fixture
designed to be operated with a netal halide |lanp and a ballast for a
nmetal halide | anp.

((2D)) (14) "Pass-through cabinet” means a comerci al
refrigerator or freezer with hinged or sliding doors on both the front
and rear of the unit.

((+2)) (15) "Probe-start netal halide ballast"” neans a ball ast
used to operate netal halide |anps which does not contain an igniter
and which instead starts lanps by using a third starting electrode
"probe” in the arc tube.

((x3y)) (16) "Reach-in cabinet" nmeans a commercial refrigerator or
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freezer with hinged or sliding doors or lids, but does not include
roll-in or roll-through cabinets or pass-through cabi nets.

((24y)) (17) "RoHS directive" neans directive 2002/95/EC, adopted
by the European parlianment and the council of the European Union on
January 27, 2003, on the restriction of certain hazardous substances in
electrical and electronic equipnent as anended on the effective date of
this section.

(18)(a) "Roll-in cabinet" nmans a comercial refrigerator or
freezer with hinged or sliding doors that allow wheeled racks of
product to be rolled into the unit.

(b) "Roll-through cabinet”" neans a comercial refrigerator or
freezer with hinged or sliding doors on two sides of the cabinet that
al | ow wheel ed racks of product to be rolled through the unit.

((+£5)1)) (19)(a) "Single-voltage external AC to DC power supply”
means a device that: (i) Is designed to convert |line voltage
alternating current input into |ower voltage direct current output;
(i1i) is able to convert to only one DC output voltage at a time; (iii)
is sold with, or intended to be used with, a separate end-use product
that constitutes the primary power load; (iv) is contained within a
separ ate physical enclosure fromthe end-use product; (v) is connected
to the end-use product via a renovable or hard-wired nale/female
el ectrical connection, cable, cord, or other wiring; and (vi) has a
namepl at e out put power |less than or equal to 250 watts.

(b) "Single-voltage external AC to DC power supply" does not
include: (i) Products with batteries or battery packs that physically
attach directly to the power supply unit; (ii) products with a battery
chem stry or type selector switch and indicator light; or (iii)
products with a battery chem stry or type selector switch and a state
of charge neter

((26))) (20) "State-requlated general service incandescent |anp"
neans a standard incandescent or halogen type lanp that is intended for
general service applications; has a nedium screw base; has a wattage
rating no less than twenty-five watts and no greater than one hundred
fifty watts; has a rated voltage range at least partially within one
hundred ten and one hundred thirty volts; has an A-15, A-19, A-21,
A-23, A-25, PS-25, PS-30, BT-14.5, BT-15, CP-19, TB-19, CA-22, or
equi val ent shape as defined in ANSI C78.20-2003; and has a bulb finish
of the frosted, clear, or soft white type. The follow ng incandescent
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lanps are not state-requlated general service incandescent | anps:
Appliance, black light, bug, colored, enhanced spectrum infrared,
left-hand thread, marine, nmarine signal service, mne service, plant
light, reflector, rough service, shatter resistant, sign service,
silver bow, showcase, three-way, traffic signal, and vibration service
or vibration resistant.

(21) "State-regulated incandescent reflector |anp" neans a |anp
that is not colored or designed for rough or vibration service
applications, that has an inner reflective coating on the outer bulb to
direct the light, an E26 nedium screw base, and a rated voltage or
voltage range that lies at least partially within 115 to 130 volts, and
that falls into one of the follow ng categories:

(a) A bulged reflector or elliptical reflector bulb shape and which
has a di aneter which equals or exceeds 2.25 inches;

(b) A reflector, parabolic alumnized reflector, or simlar bulb
shape and which has a dianeter of 2.25 to 2.75 inches.

((+H)) (22) "Transforner" neans a device consisting of two or
nore coils of insulated wire and that is designed to transfer
alternating current by electromagnetic induction from one coil to
anot her to change the original voltage or current val ue.

((£8))) (23)(a) "Unit heater" neans a self-contained, vented fan-
type comrerci al space heater that uses natural gas or propane, and that
is designed to be installed wthout ducts within a heated space.

(b) "Unit heater" does not include any products covered by federal
standards established pursuant to 42 U.S.C. Sec. 6291 et seq. or any
product that is a direct vent, forced flue heater with a sealed
conmbusti on burner.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 19.260 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Except as provided in subsections (4), (5), and (6) of this
section, a person may not manufacture general purpose lights for sale
in this state on or after January 1, 2010, if the general purpose
lights contain | evels of hazardous substances that would result in the
prohi bition of those general purpose |lights being sold or offered for
sale in the European Union under the RoHS directive.

(2) Except as provided in subsections (4), (5), and (6) of this
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section, a person may not sell or offer for sale in this state general
purpose lights under any of the follow ng circunstances:

(a) The general purpose |ight being sold or offered for sale was
manuf actured on or after January 1, 2010, and contains |evels of
hazardous substances that would result in the prohibition of those
general purpose lights being sold or offered for sale in the European
Uni on under the RoHS directive;

(b) The manufacturer of the general purpose light sold or being
offered for sale fails to provide docunentation to the departnent as
requi red by subsection (7) of this section; or

(c) The manufacturer of the general purpose |ight being sold or
of fered for sale does not provide the docunentation to the departnent
requi red under subsection (8) of this section.

(3)(a) The departnment shall determ ne the products covered by the
RoHS directive by reference to the authoritative gui dance published by
the United Kingdominplenmenting the RoHS directive in that country.

(b) The departnent shall report annually to the governor and
appropriate commttees of +the legislature changes to the RoHS
directive.

(4)(a) Except as provided in subsection (2)(b) of this section
subsections (1), (2), (7), and (8) of this section do not apply to high

output and very high output linear fluorescent |anps greater than
thirty-two millineters in dianmeter and preheat I|inear fluorescent
| anps.

(b) After January 1, 2014, the departnent shall determne, in
consultation wth conpanies that manufacture |lanps specified in
subsection (2)(a) of this section in the United States, if those | anps
shoul d be subject to the requirenents of subsections (1), (2), (7), and
(8) of this section, taking into consideration changes in |anp design
or manufacturing technology that wll allow for the renoval or
reduction of mercury.

(5) After Decenber 31, 2011, subsections (1), (2), (7), and (8) of
this section are applicable to high intensity discharge |anps and
conpact fluorescent |anps greater than nine inches in | ength.

(6) After Decenber 31, 2013, subsections (1), (2), (7), and (8) of
this section are applicable to state-regulated general service
i ncandescent | anps and enhanced spectrum | anps.
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(7) A manufacturer of general purpose lights sold or being offered
for sale in Wshington shall prepare and, at the request of the
department, submt within twenty-eight days of the request, technica
docunentation or other information showing that the manufacturer's
general purpose lights sold or offered for sale in the state conply
with the requirenents of the RoHS directive.

(8) A manufacturer of general purpose lights sold or being offered
for sale in Washington shall provide, upon request, a certification to
a person who sells or offers for sale that manufacturer's general
purpose lights. The certification nust attest that the general purpose
lights do not contain |evels of hazardous substances that would result
in the prohibition of those general purpose lights being sold or
offered for sale in Washi ngton. Alternatively, the manufacturer may
display the certification required by this subsection promnently on
t he shi ppi ng contai ner or packagi ng of the general purpose |ights.

(9) The departnment may adopt rules to inplenent and adm nister this
section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 19.260 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The departnent shall incorporate by reference federal m ni num
energy efficiency standards for general service incandescent |anps
i ssued under 42 U S.C. Sec. 6295 as of the effective date of this act.

(2) Begi nning Decenber 1, 2010, the departnent shall make annua
recommendations to the governor and to the appropriate commttees of
the | egislature on how to continue reductions in electrical consunption
for general service incandescent |anps excluded by 42 U S. C. Sec. 6295
as of the effective date of this act. The departnent shall report on
both federal and other actions by states to reduce electrical
consunption of general service incandescent | anps.

(3) The departnent nmay establish prograns to encourage the sale in
this state of general service incandescent |anps that neet or exceed
the standards set forth in subsection (1) of this section.

(4) The departnment may, after one or nore public workshops, wth
public notice and an opportunity for all interested parties to coment,
provide for inclusion of a particular type of specialty light in its
energy efficiency standards applicable to general service incandescent
lanps, if the departnment finds that there has been a significant
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increase in sales of that particular type of particular specialty Iight
due to the use of that specialty light in general service incandescent
| anps applications.

Sec. 4. RCW19. 260.030 and 2006 ¢ 194 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) This chapter applies to the following types of new products
sold, offered for sale, or installed in the state: (a) Automatic
comercial ice cube machines; (b) commercial clothes washers; (c)
comercial prerinse spray valves; (d) comercial refrigerators and
freezers; (e) nmetal halide lanp fixtures; (f) single-voltage externa
AC to DC power supplies; (g) state-regulated incandescent reflector
| anps; ((and)) (h) unit heaters; and (i) general service incandescent
| anps. This chapter applies equally to products whether they are sold,
offered for sale, or installed as a stand-alone product or as a
conponent of another product.

(2) This chapter does not apply to (a) new products manufactured in
the state and sold outside the state, (b) new products manufactured
outside the state and sold at wholesale inside the state for fina
retail sale and installation outside the state, (c) products installed
in mobile manufactured hones at the time of construction, or (d)
products designed expressly for installation and use in recreationa
vehi cl es.

Sec. 5. RCW19. 260.050 and 2006 ¢ 194 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) No new conmercial prerinse spray valve, comercial clothes
washer, commer ci al refrigerator or freezer, state-regul at ed
i ncandescent reflector lanp, or unit heater manufactured on or after
January 1, 2007, may be sold or offered for sale in the state unless
the efficiency of the new product neets or exceeds the efficiency
standards set forth in RCW19.260.040. No new automatic conmercial ice
cube machi ne, single-voltage external AC to DC power supply, or netal
halide lanp fixtures manufactured on or after January 1, 2008, may be
sold or offered for sale in the state unless the efficiency of the new
product neets or exceeds the efficiency standards set forth in RCW
19. 260. 040.
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(2) On or after January 1, 2008, no new commercial prerinse spray
val ve, commercial clothes washer, commercial refrigerator or freezer
single-voltage external AC to DC power supply, state-regulated
i ncandescent reflector lanp, or unit heater manufactured on or after
January 1, 2007, may be installed for conpensation in the state unl ess
the efficiency of the new product neets or exceeds the efficiency
standards set forth in RCW19.260.040. On or after January 1, 2009, no
new automati c commercial ice cube machine or netal halide lanp fixtures
manufactured on or after January 1, 2008, my be installed for
conpensation in the state unless the efficiency of the new product
nmeets or exceeds the efficiency standards set forth in RCW19. 260. 040.

(3) Standards for netal halide lanp fixtures and state-regul ated
i ncandescent reflector |lanps are effective on the dates in subsections
(1) and (2) of this section.

(4)(a) No general service incandescent |anp manufactured on or
after January 1, 2012, may be sold or offered for sale in the state
unless the efficiency of the general service incandescent |anp neets or
exceeds the efficiency standards for general service incandescent |anps
i ssued under 42 U . S.C. Sec. 6295 as of the effective date of this act.

(b) On or after January 1, 2012, no general service incandescent
lanp may be installed for conpensation in the state unless the
efficiency of the general service incandescent |lanp neets or exceeds
the efficiency standards issued for general service incandescent |anps
i ssued under 42 U . S.C. Sec. 6295 as of the effective date of this act.

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 6. (1) The departnent of ecol ogy, in
consultation with the solid waste advisory commttee created under RCW
70.95. 040, shall convene a work group with representatives of the
lighting industry, environnental organizations, fluorescent |[|anp
retailers, waste haulers, lanp recyclers, and |ocal governnents to
consi der and nmake recommendati ons on the foll ow ng issues:

(a) The nost effective, cost-efficient, and conveni ent nethod for
the consuner to provide for the proper collection and recycling of any
end-of -l ife general purpose lights generated in this state;

(b) Methods to educate consuners about the proper nmanagenent of and
col l ection opportunities for end-of-life general purpose lights; and

(c) Designation on the general purpose light and |ight packagi ng
regardi ng the proper recycling of the |ight.
