AN ACT Relating to increasing distributions of off-road vehicle
noneys; anendi ng RCW 46. 10. 170 and 79A. 25. 070; reenacting and anendi ng
RCW 46. 09. 170; and providing an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW46.09.170 and 2007 ¢ 522 s 953 and 2007 ¢ 241 s 16 are
each reenacted and anended to read as foll ows:

(1) From tinme to time, but at |east once each year, the state
treasurer shall refund fromthe notor vehicle fund one percent of the
motor vehicle fuel tax revenues collected under chapter 82.36 RCW
based on a tax rate of: (a) N neteen cents per gallon of notor vehicle
fuel from July 1, 2003, through June 30, 2005; (b) twenty cents per
gall on of notor vehicle fuel fromJuly 1, 2005, through June 30, 2007,
(c) twenty-one cents per gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1,
2007, through June 30, ((2609)) 2008; (d) ((twepty—twe)) thirty-six
cents per gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1, ((2669)) 2008
t hrough June 30, ((26%%)) 2009; and (e) ((+wenty-—three)) thirty-seven
and one-half cents per gallon of nmotor vehicle fuel beginning July 1,
((2631)) 2009, and thereafter, |ess proper deductions for refunds and
costs of collection as provided in RCW 46. 68. 090.
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(2) The treasurer shall place these funds in the general fund as
fol |l ows:

(a) Thirty-six percent shall be credited to the ORV and nonhi ghway
vehi cl e account and adm ni stered by the departnent of natural resources
solely for acquisition, planning, developnment, maintenance, and
managenent of ORV, nonnotorized, and nonhighway road recreation
facilities, and information prograns and maintenance of nonhi ghway
r oads;

(b) Three and one-half percent shall be credited to the ORV and
nonhi ghway vehicl e account and adm ni stered by the departnent of fish
and wildlife solely for the acquisition, planning, developnent,
mai nt enance, and nmanagenent of ORV, nonnotorized, and nonhi ghway road
recreation facilities and the mai ntenance of nonhi ghway roads;

(c) Two percent shall be credited to the ORV and nonhi ghway vehicle
account and adm ni stered by the parks and recreation comm ssion solely
for the acquisition, planning, devel opnent, maintenance, and nmanagenent
of ORV, nonnotorized, and nonhi ghway road recreation facilities; and

(d) Fifty-eight and one-half percent shall be credited to the
nonhi ghway and off-road vehicle activities program account to be
adm nistered by the board for planning, acquisition, developnent,
mai nt enance, and nmanagenent of ORV, nonnotorized, and nonhi ghway road
recreation facilities and for education, i nformation, and | aw
enf orcenent prograns. The funds wunder this subsection shall be
expended in accordance with the followng Iimtations:

(1) Not nore than thirty percent may be expended for education
information, and | aw enforcenent prograns under this chapter;

(ii) Not less than seventy percent may be expended for OCRV,
nonnotori zed, and nonhighway road recreation facilities. Except as
provided in (d)(iii) of this subsection, of this anount:

(A) Not less than thirty percent, together with the funds the board
receives under RCW 46.09.110, may be expended for ORV recreation
facilities;

(B) Not less than thirty percent may be expended for nonnotorized
recreation facilities. Funds expended under this subsection
(2)(d)(i1)(B) shall be know as Ira Spring outdoor recreation
facilities funds; and

(C© Not less than thirty percent may be expended for nonhi ghway
road recreation facilities;
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(ii1i) The board may wai ve the m ni mum percentage cited in (d)(ii)
of this subsection due to insufficient requests for funds or projects
that score low in the board's project evaluation. Funds remai ni ng
after such a waiver nmust be allocated in accordance with board policy.

(3) On a yearly basis an agency may not, except as provided in RCW
46. 09. 110, expend nore than ten percent of the funds it receives under
this chapter for general adm nistration expenses incurred in carrying
out this chapter.

(4) During the 2007-09 fiscal biennium the Ilegislature may
appropriate such anounts as reflect the excess fund bal ance in the NOVA
account to the departnment of natural resources for planning and
designing consistent off-road vehicle signage at departnent-nmanaged
recreation sites, and for planning recreation opportunities on
departnment - managed | ands in the Reiter block and Ahtanum state forest.
This appropriation is not required to follow the specific distribution
specified in subsection (2) of this section.

Sec. 2. RCW 46.10.170 and 2003 c 361 s 408 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

From tinme to time, but at |east once each four vyears, the
departnment shall determ ne the anount of noneys paid to it as notor
vehicle fuel tax that is tax on snowrobile fuel. Such determ nation
shall use one hundred thirty-five gallons as the average yearly fue
usage per snownobil e, the nunber of registered snowbiles during the
cal endar year wunder determnation, and a fuel tax rate of: (1)
Ni neteen cents per gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1, 2003
t hrough June 30, 2005; (2) twenty cents per gallon of notor vehicle
fuel fromJuly 1, 2005, through June 30, 2007; (3) twenty-one cents per
gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1, 2007, through June 30,
((2609)) 2008; (4) ((twenty—two)) thirty-six cents per gallon of notor
vehicle fuel from July 1, ((2609)) 2008, through June 30, ((26%%1))
2009; and (5 ((t+wenty-three)) thirty-seven and one-half cents per
gallon of notor vehicle fuel beginning July 1, ((264%)) 2009, and
thereafter.

Sec. 3. RCW 79A.25.070 and 2003 c¢c 361 s 409 are each anended to
read as foll ows:
Upon expiration of the time limted by RCW 82. 36. 330 for clai mng
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of refunds of tax on marine fuel, the state of Washington shall succeed
to the right to such refunds. The director of licensing, after taking
into account past and anticipated clainms for refunds from and deposits
to the marine fuel tax refund account and the costs of carrying out the
provi sions of RCW 79A. 25.030, shall request the state treasurer to
transfer nonthly from the marine fuel tax refund account an anount
equal to the proportion of the noneys in the account representing a
notor vehicle fuel tax rate of: (1) N neteen cents per gallon of notor
vehicle fuel fromJuly 1, 2003, through June 30, 2005; (2) twenty cents
per gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1, 2005, through June 30,
2007; (3) twenty-one cents per gallon of notor vehicle fuel fromJuly
1, 2007, through June 30, ((2669)) 2008; (4) ((twenty—twe)) thirty-six
cents per gallon of notor vehicle fuel from July 1, ((2609)) 2008
t hrough June 30, ((26%%)) 2009; and (5) ((+wenty-—three)) thirty-seven
and one-half cents per gallon of nmotor vehicle fuel beginning July 1,
((264%)) 2009, and thereafter, to the recreation resource account and
the remai nder to the notor vehicle fund.
