amendi ng RCW 71A. 20. 170; and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW71A 20.170 and 2005 ¢ 353 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The developnental disabilities community trust account is
created in the state treasury. Al'l proceeds from the use of excess
property identified in the 2002 joint legislative audit and review
commttee capital study of the division of developnental disabilities
residential habilitation centers, or at any other tine as determ ned by
the departnent of social and health services, at Lakeland Village
((and)), Francis Haddon Myrgan Center, Fircrest school, and Rainier
school that would not inpact current residential habilitation center
operations nust be deposited into the account. ((+nreere)) Proceeds my
cone from the lease of the land, conservation easenents, sale of
tinmber, or other activities short of sale of the property. "Excess
property” includes that portion of the property at Rainier school
previously wunder the cognizance and control of Wshington State
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University for use as a dairy/forage research facility. "Proceeds"
include the net receipts from the use of all or a portion of the
properties. Only investnment inconme fromthe principal of the proceeds
deposited into the trust account nmay be spent fromthe account. Moneys
in the account nmay be spent only after appropriation. Expendi t ures
from the account shall be used exclusively to provide famly support
and/ or enploynent/day services to eligible persons with devel opnent al
disabilities who can be served by comunity-based devel opnenta
di sability services. It is the intent of the legislature that the
account should not be used to replace, supplant, or reduce existing
appropriations.
