BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWA47.04.280 and 2007 ¢ 516 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) It is the intent of the legislature to establish policy goals
for the planning, operation, performance of, and investnent in, the
state's transportation system The policy goals established under this
section are deened consistent with the benchmark categories adopted by
the state's blue ribbon conm ssion on transportation on Novenber 30,
2000. Public investnments in transportation should support achi evenent
of these policy goals:

(a) Congestion: To reduce congestion and thereby inprove the
predi ctabl e novenent of goods and peopl e throughout WAshi ngton state;

(b) Preservation: To nmamintain, preserve, and extend the |ife and
utility of prior investnents in transportation systens and services;

((b)y)) (c) Safety: To provide for and inprove the safety and
security of transportation custoners and the transportati on system
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(d) Environnent: To enhance Washington's quality of life through
transportation investnments that pronote energy conservation, enhance
heal thy communities, and protect the environnment; and

(e) St ewar dshi p: To continuously inprove the quality,
effectiveness, and efficiency of the transportati on system

(2) The powers, duties, and functions of state transportation
agenci es nust be perforned in a manner consistent with the policy goals
set forth in subsection (1) of this section.

(3) These policy goals are intended to be the basis for
establishing detail ed and neasurabl e obj ectives and rel ated performance
measur es.

(4) It is the intent of the legislature that the office of
financi al managenent establish objectives and performance neasures for
the departnent of transportation and other state agencies wth
transportation-rel ated responsibilities to ensure transportati on system
performance at | ocal, regional, and state governnent |evels progresses
toward the attainment of the policy goals set forth in subsection (1)
of this section. The office of financial managenent shall submt
initial objectives and performance neasures to the legislature for its
review and shall provide copies of the sane to the comm ssion during
the 2008 | egislative session. The office of financial nmanagenent shal
submt objectives and performance neasures to the legislature for its
review and shall provide copies of the sane to the comm ssion during
each regular session of the |egislature during an even-nunbered year
t hereafter.

(5) This section does not create a private right of action.
