purpose to intentionally injure the other contestant in such a manner
that they may not defend thenselves and a winner is declared. Rul es
may or may not be used.

((x3y)) (15) "Conbative fighting," also known as "toughman
fighting," "toughwoman fighting," "badman fighting," and "so you think
you're tough,” nmeans a contest, exhibition, or mtch between
contestants who use their fists, with or without gloves, or their feet,
or both, and which allows contestants that are not trained in the sport
to conpete and the object is to defeat an opponent or to win by
deci si on, knockout, or technical knockout.

((x4y)) (16) "Participant” neans a person |icensed under this
chapter as a boxer, kickboxer, westler, or mxed martial artist who
conpetes against others for a purse or is conpensated for participating
in a professional westling event.

osteopathic or allopathic physician |license under the laws of any
jurisdiction in which the person resides.
