           WHEREAS, Catholic schools encourage parent and community involvement in schools via
a school board, commission, council, or parent organization; and
           WHEREAS, Close to 200,000 teachers and staff have answered the call to service in
Catholic schools; and
           WHEREAS, Parents of children attending Catholic schools make sacrifices in order to send
their children to a school that shares their religious beliefs; and
           WHEREAS, Catholic education is an integral part of the mission of the Catholic Church,
and its strong commitment to students and educational excellence is of great value to the State of
Washington; and
           WHEREAS, Catholic schools have been enriching students' lives in Washington State for
more than one hundred fifty years; and
           WHEREAS, Catholic schools encourage and prepare students to obtain high levels of
achievement through religious, academic, and cocurricular programs, and the schools are
committed to serving students of diverse backgrounds; and
