
HB 1082-S - DIGEST
(DIGEST AS ENACTED)

Provides that a personal use shellfish and seaweed
license or razor clam license must be in immediate possession
of the licensee and available for inspection while a licensee
is harvesting shellfish or seaweed. However, the license does
not need to be visible at all times.

Requires the department of fish and wildlife to monitor
the sale of personal use shellfish and seaweed licenses and
razor clam licenses for four years from the effective date of
this act. If in any of the four years the number of license
sales drop more than ten percent from the effective date of
this act, then the department of fish and wildlife shall
report the sales and revenue data for the licenses along with
any relevant information regarding the reasons for the
decrease to the legislature.
