
HB 1115 - DIGEST
(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 2ND SUB)

Establishes programs to end homelessness.
Requires the joint legislative audit and review committee

to conduct a performance audit of the ending homelessness
program every four years. The first audit must be conducted by
December 31, 2009. Each audit must take no longer than six
months or fifty thousand dollars to complete.

Appropriates the sum of fifty thousand dollars, or as
much thereof as may be necessary, for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2008, from the general fund to the ending
homelessness account to be distributed by the department of
community, trade, and economic development to five housing
authorities, using a selection method and distribution formula
to be determined by the department, to implement a quality
management program and prepare and submit an application to
the Washington quality awards program by December 31, 2009.

Appropriates the sum of fifty thousand dollars, or as
much thereof as may be necessary, for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2008, from the general fund to the ending
homelessness account to be distributed by the department of
community, trade, and economic development to five community
action agencies, using a selection method and distribution
formula to be determined by the department, to implement a
quality management program and prepare and submit an
application to the Washington quality awards program by
December 31, 2009.
