(DI GEST OF PROPOSED 1ST SUBSTI TUTE)

Enacts this act to expressly reject the interpretation of
State v. Leyda, 157 Wh.2d 335, 138P.3d 610 (2006), which hol ds
that the unit of prosecution in identity theft is any one act
of either know ngly obtaining, possessi ng, usi ng, or
transferring a single piece of another's identification or
financial information, including all subsequent proscribed
conduct with that single piece of identification or financial
information, when the acts are taken with the requisite
i ntent.

Finds that proportionality of punishment requires the
need for <charging and punishing for obtaining, using,
possessi ng, or transferring any i ndi vi dual person's
identification or financial information, with the requisite
i ntent.

Intends that each individual who obtains, possesses,
uses, or transfers any individual person's identification or
financi al i nformati on, with the requisite intent, be
classified separately and puni shed separately as provided in
chapter 9.94A RCW
