will, the ability to vote, making health care decisions,

recei ving nental health or chem cal dependency treatnent, and
obt ai ni ng body piercings or tattoos.

Requires the institute to review avail able studies and
reports pertaining to the ability of a mnor to provide
consent, including studies on adolescent brain devel opnent.
The review should include information avail able on the ability
of a mnor to understand the long-termeffects or consequences
of his or her decisions, his or her ability to provide consent
at various ages, and at what age a mnor is best able to
provi de consent.

Requires the institute to provide a report to the
appropriate |legislative commttees by Decenber 1, 2007.
