HB 1473 - DI GEST

Provides that the right to vote is restored followng a
felony conviction as long as the person is not in total
confinenent in the custody of the departnent of corrections or
the federal bureau of prisons, whether serving the original
sentence or serving tinme for a violation of supervision
conditions. A person in total confinenment in the custody of
t he departnent of corrections or the federal bureau of prisons
as a result of a felony conviction is ineligible to vote.
