Requires the Washington state school di rectors’
association, in consultation with the departnent of health and
the departnent of agriculture, to develop a nodel integrated
pest managenent policy that enphasizes use of nonchem cal pest
control neasures and all ows use of high-hazard pesticides only
as a last resort. The policy nust be conpleted by Septenber 1
2008, and nust be dissemnated to all school districts and
licensed day care centers. The Wshington state schoo
directors' association shall review and, if appropriate,
update the policy at |east once every five years.

Requires the state board of health to adopt by rule a
list of products that the board considers to pose a high
hazard to the health of children or staff if applied in or on
school facilities.

Provides that, in developing the list, the board shall
i nclude products that neet the criteria of toxicity category I
or toxicity category Il for pesticides as defined by the

United States environnental protection agency in 40 CF.R
Sec. 156.62 as it exists on the effective date of this act.
