Requires grant applicants to denonstrate the capacity to
provi de assistance in mathematics learning in the foll ow ng

ways: (1) | denti fying t he mat hemat i cs cont ent and
instructional skill of the staff or volunteers assisting
st udent s;

(2) Identifying proposed |learning strategies to be used,
which could include conputer-based instructional and skill
practice prograns and tutoring by adults or other students;

(3) Articulating the plan for connection wth school
mat hemat i cs teachers to coordi nate student assistance; and

(4) Articulating the plan for assessing student and
program success.

Directs the office of the superintendent of public
instruction to evaluate program outcones and report to the
governor and the education conmttees of the legislature on
t he outcones of the grants and nake recommendations related to
program conti nuation, program nodification, and issues related
to program sustainability and possible program expansion. An
interimreport is due Novenber 1, 2008. The final report is
due Decenber 1, 20009.
