Finds that major public facilities, public works, and
capital projects with significant public funding generally aim
to accrue broad benefits to the people of Washi ngton. However,
frequently overlooked or inadequately addressed is the
interest of the stakeholder conmunity that bears the
di sproportionate cost of the broad public benefit by absorbing a
del eterious inpact upon itself. These inpacts may include
di sl ocation, displacenent, and the overall disintegration of
an identifiable existing conmmunity and its historical and
cul tural character

Finds that the preservation and restoration of the
character of such a community, and the conmunity's historica
and cultural character, are inportant public policy goals that
can be achi eved through the creation of community preservation
and devel opnent authorities.
