i ndustries.”
Thi s bill, whi ch requires t he transfer of certain

responsibilities related to manufactured housing, does not
need an energency clause. Renoving the energency cl ause noves
back the transfer date of the affected prograns fromJuly 1 to
July 22. While this my create sone inconvenience for the
agencies in not aligning the programw th the biennial budget,
it does not result in an interruption of the services being
provi ded since the Departnent of Community Trade and Econom c
Devel opnent will continue to adm nister the programuntil the
transfer is conplete. W believe that the desire to avoid
potential inconvenience should not be treated as a public
energency warranting an energency cl ause.

For these reasons, | have vetoed Section 14 of Substitute
House Bill 2118.

Wth the exception of Section 14, Substitute House Bill 2118
IS approved.
