(3) Evaluating and enhancing the state's distribution
formul ae for allocating resources to school districts;

(4) Establishing a goal to increase the mninmum state
mat ch | evel fromtwenty percent to fifty percent;

(5) Establishing a goal to provide no less than one
billion dollars of funding for school construction;

(6) Creating new revenue sources to support schoo
constructi on;

(7) Phasing out and replacing inpact fee revenue
coll ected under RCW 82.02.050 through 82.02.100 for school
facilities; and

(8) Creating three new funds to target the state's
i nvestnent in school construction in key areas.

Establishes a joint legislative task force on school
construction funding.

Requires the task force to report its findings and
reconmendati ons to the governor and the appropriate commttees
of the senate and the house of representatives by Decenber 1,
2007.

Decl ares that section 4 of this act takes effect July 1,
2009, if specific funding or a funding source, for the
pur poses of section 4 of this act, referencing section 4 of
this act by bill or chapter nunber and section nunber, or RCW
nunber, is provided by June 30, 2009, in the omibus
