Establishes a work group to nmake recomendations to
i nprove recreation on state trust |ands, aquatic |ands, and
ot her state-owned | ands managed by the departnent of natural
resources. The work group shall exam ne rel evant existing | aws
and rules and recommend policy changes and funding
alternatives for consideration by the legislature to ensure
safe, sustainable, and enjoyable recreational access.

Requires that the work group shall: (1) Conduct a m ni num
of two open public workshops;

(2) Hold neetings to gather input from key stakehol ders,
citizens, and local jurisdictions regarding the group's
proposed recommendati ons; and

(3) Coordinate with any stakehol der recreational advisory
commttees appointed or established by the comm ssioner of
public | ands.

Requires the conm ssioner of public lands to submt to
the appropriate standing conmttees of the |egislature, no
| ater than Decenber 1, 2008, its findings and reconmmendati ons
for legislation that is necessary to inplement the work
group's findings.
