Finds that in sex crinme cases generally, and in child
nol estation cases in particular, the offense often is
commtted in the absence of any independent w tnesses. Prior
acts of simlar msconduct, as opposed to other types of
m sconduct, are deened to be highly probative. Adult-victim
sexual assault cases are also distinctive, and often turn on
difficult credibility determ nations.

Recogni zes the practical effect of the federal rules of
evidence related to sex crinme cases is to put evidence of
uncharged offenses in sexual assault and child nolestation
cases on the sane footing as other types of rel evant evidence
that are not subject to a special exclusionary rule. Eight
states enacted simlar rules to protect the public from
rapi sts and child nol esters.
