Provi des a conprehensive plan may provide for innovative
| and use managenent techni ques, including, but not Iimted to,
density bonuses, cluster housing, planned unit devel opnents,
m xed-use devel opnent, accessory dwelling wunits, and the
transfer of developnment rights. Jurisdictions that are not
subject to the requirenments of RCW43.63A. 215 may provide for
accessory dwelling units in their conprehensive plans and
devel opnment regul ati ons.

Al ows a county and one or nore of its cities, or two or
nore counties sharing a comon border and their cities, to
adopt countywi de planning policies or nulticounty planning
policies establishing subregions in order to address housing
and enpl oynent markets that cross jurisdictional boundari es.

Requires counties subject to RCW 36. 70A. 215 and counti es
east of the crest of the Cascade nountain range with a
popul ati on greater than four hundred thousand to: (1) Consult
with cities within each urban growth area in the county about
developing criteria and procedures that may inprove the
process of nodifying or designating new urban growth areas;

(2) Upon request, consult with any city or cities within
the county that abut an unincorporated urban growth area or
areas about adopting consistent devel opnent standards wth
those of the city or cities |located within or adjacent to the
urban growt h areas; and

(3) Submit a report to the appropriate commttees of the
house of representatives and the senate by Decenber 1, 2008,
summari zing findings and recomendations resulting from the
consul tati ons.
