Finds that Washington state has developed a strong
comuni ty-based |long-term care system in an effort to honor
the desire of elderly persons and persons with disabilities to
l[ive in their own home or other hone-like settings and to
provide long-term care services in a cost-effective manner.
More than fifteen percent of adults over age sixty-five in
Washi ngton state have diabetes. Current nurse delegation
statutes |imt the ability of elderly and disabled persons
wi th diabetes to remain in their own hones or in other hone-
like long-termcare settings.

Declares the intent to nodify nurse del egation statutes
to the extent needed to enable elderly persons and persons
with disabilities who have diabetes to continue to reside in
their own hone or other hone-like settings.

Provides that in comunity-based or in-home care
settings, the tasks of diabetic insulin device set up and
verbal wverification of insulin dosage for sight-inpaired
individuals is not required to be delegated froma registered
nurse to a registered or certified nursing assistant.

Decl ares that the administration of insulin by injection
to certified nursing assistants for the purpose of caring for
individuals wth diabetes nmay be del egated. Wen del egating
insulin injections, the registered nurse delegator nust
supervi se and eval uate the individual perform ng the del egated
task weekly during the first four weeks of delegation of
insulin injections. If the registered nurse delegator
determnes that the individual is conpetent to perform the
injection properly and safely, supervision and evaluation
shall occur at |east every ninety days thereafter.

Provi des that before conmmencing the care of individuals
with diabetes that involves admnistration of insulin by
injection, the certified nursing assistant nust provide to the
del egating nurse a certificate of conpletion issued by the
departnment of social and health services indicating conpletion
of specialized diabetes nurse del egation training.
