
HB 3289-S - DIGEST
(AS OF HOUSE 2ND READING 2/19/2008)

Authorizes the department of licensing to issue special
license plates to parents of members of the United States
armed forces who died while in service to their country to
persons meeting all of the following criteria: (1) Is a
resident of this state; and

(2) Is a parent of a member of the United States armed
forces who died while in service to his or her country, as
certified by the Washington state department of veterans
affairs.

Requires the department of licensing to issue these
plates upon payment by the applicant of all other license
fees, but the department may not set or charge an additional
fee for these special plates.

Authorizes the department of licensing and the department
of veterans affairs to adopt reasonable rules in accordance
with chapter 34.05 RCW to establish and verify eligibility for
the special license plate created under this act.
