Provi des that, on Septenber first of even-nunbered years,
t he departnment of ecology shall provide a report to the house
and senate transportation conmmttees on the progress being
made on the cleanup of wunauthorized waste tire piles in the
state and efforts underway to prevent the formation of future
unaut hori zed waste tire piles. The report should detail any
addi ti onal unauthorized waste tire piles discovered since the
|ast report and present a plan to clean up these new
unaut hori zed waste tire piles if they have not already done
so, as well as include a listing of authorized waste tire
piles and transporters. The report shall also include the
status of funds available to the program and a needs
assessnment of the program On Septenber 1, 2008, the
departnent shall also nake recommendations to the commttees
for an ongoing program to prevent the formation of future
unaut hori zed waste tire piles. Such a program if required
nmust include joint efforts with [ocal governnents and the tire
i ndustry.
