
SB 5267-S.E - DIGEST
(AS OF SENATE 2ND READING 2/16/2007)

Recognizes that technology has become an integral part of
the facilities and educational delivery systems in our
schools. In order to prepare our state's students to
participate fully in our state's economy, school districts are
making substantial capital investments in their technology
systems, facilities, and projects. Districts are implementing,
applying, and modernizing their technology systems.

Declares that school districts must be empowered to
respond to the changing business models in the software
industry and be given flexibility and authority to use capital
projects funds to pay for licenses or online application fees.

Declares an intent that these investments be deemed major
capital purpose and are also permitted uses of the district's
two to six-year levies authorized by RCW 84.52.053.
