
SB 6061 - DIGEST

Declares that a person is guilty of restrictive
confinement of a caged egg laying hen if he or she confines
any caged egg laying hen, for all hours or the majority of the
day, to a living space that does not allow each caged egg
laying hen sufficient space to fully extend both wings without
touching the sides of the living space or other birds.

Applies to commercial egg production and operations that
are required to be licensed under chapter 69.25 RCW.
