Decl ares that the purpose of the programin this act is
to continue support to the existing pilot districts and to
encourage other school districts to participate as pilot
districts to inprove the inplementation of high quality
general education research-based core instructional prograns
to nmeet the needs of students struggling academ cally, while
reduci ng the nunber of students inappropriately referred and
placed in special education under the specific |earning
disability eligibility category because of ineffective
instructional practices. This wll allow special education
prograns to concentrate specially designed instruction on
students who truly require special education services. The
goal of this assistance is to effectively address reading,
witten | anguage, and mathematics difficulties resulting in a
substantially greater proportion of students neeting the
progressively increasing performance standards for both the
aggregat e and di saggr egat ed subgroups under federal |aw.

Provides that seven school districts may participate in
the special services pilot program including tw schoo
districts already participating and five additional school
districts. The special services pilot program shall begin in
the 2007-08 school year and conclude in the 2010-11 school
year.

Requires that, by Decenber 15, 2010, the superintendent
of public instruction shall submt a report to the governor
and appropriate comrittees of the |legislature that summari zes
the effectiveness of the pilot programin this act. The report
shall also include a recommendati on as to whether or not the
pil ot program should be continued, expanded, or otherw se
nodi fi ed.
