On page 2, after line 2, insert the follow ng:

"Sec. 2. RCW 36. 73. 065 and 2007 ¢ 329 s 1 are each anmended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section, taxes,
fees, charges, and tolls nmay not be inposed by a district wthout
approval of a mmjority of the voters in the district voting on a
proposition at a general or special election. The proposition nust
include a specific description of the transportation inprovenent or
i nprovenents proposed by the district and the proposed taxes, fees,
charges, and the range of tolls inposed by the district to raise
revenue to fund the inprovenent or inprovenents.

(2) Voter approval under this section shall be accorded
substantial weight regarding the wvalidity of a transportation
i nprovenent as defined in RCW 36. 73. 015.

(3) Adistrict may not increase any taxes, fees, charges, or range
of tolls inposed under this chapter once the taxes, fees, charges, or
tolls take effect, unless authorized by the district voters pursuant
to RCW 36. 73. 160.

(4)(a) A district that includes all the territory within the
boundaries of the jurisdiction, or jurisdictions, establishing the
district may inpose by a majority vote of the governing board of the
district the follow ng fees and char ges:

(i) Up to twenty dollars of the vehicle fee authorized in RCW
82.80.140. However, in the case of overlapping districts, the conbi ned

rates of the districts may not exceed forty dollars, unless voter

approval is obtained under subsection (1) of this section, of which at

least fifty percent of the conbined fee in excess of twenty dollars

rates are subject to the follow ng distribution requirenents:

(A) A district conprised, in part or entirely, of a netropolitan

muni ci pal corporation, as provided under chapter 35.58 RCW or a

county transportation authority, as provided under chapter 36.67 RCW
nmust adm ni ster the fees according to RCW 82. 80. 140(2) (a); and
(B) A district conprised, in part or entirely, of a public

transportation benefit area, as provided under chapter 36.57A RCW

nmust adm nister the fees according to any relevant provisions in the

governing interlocal agreenent under RCW 36.73.020(3); or
(ii) Afee or charge in accordance wth RCW 36. 73. 120.
(b) The vehicle fee authorized in (a) of this subsection may only

be inposed for a passenger-only ferry transportation inprovenent if
the vehicle fee is first approved by a mgjority of the voters within
the jurisdiction of the district.

(c)(i) A district solely conprised of a city or cities shall not
i npose the fees or charges identified in (a) of this subsection within
one hundred eighty days after July 22, 2007, unless the county in
which the city or cities reside, by resolution, declares that it wll
not inpose the fees or charges identified in (a) of this subsection
W thin the one hundred ei ghty-day period; or

(i1) Adistrict solely conprised of a city or cities identified in
RCW 36. 73. 020(6) (b) shall not inpose the fees or charges until after
May 22, 2008, unless the county in which the city or cities reside, by
resolution, declares that it wll not inpose the fees or charges
identified in (a) of this subsection through May 22, 2008.

(5) If the interlocal agreement in RCW 82.80.140(2)(a) cannot be
reached, a district that includes only the unincorporated territory of
a county may inpose by a npjority vote of the governing body of the
district up to twenty dollars of the vehicle fee authorized in RCW
82. 80. 140."

"Sec. 4. RCW 82. 80. 140 and 2007 c¢c 329 s 2 are each anmended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Subject to the provisions of RCW 36.73.065, a transportation
benefit district under chapter 36.73 RCWnay fix and inpose an annua
vehicle fee, not to exceed one hundred twenty dollars per vehicle
registered in the district, for each vehicle subject to license tab
fees under RCW 46. 16. 0621 and for each vehicle subject to gross weight
fees under RCW 46. 16. 070 with an unl aden wei ght of six thousand pounds
or |ess.

(2)(a) A district that includes all the territory within the
boundaries of the jurisdiction, or jurisdictions, establishing the
district may inpose by a majority vote of the governing board of the
district up to twenty dollars of the vehicle fee authorized in
subsection (1) of this section. If the district is countyw de, the
revenues of the fee shall be distributed to each city within the
county by interlocal agreenent. The interlocal agreenent is effective
when approved by the <county and sixty percent of the cities
representing seventy-five percent of the population of the cities
within the county in which the countywi de fee is coll ected.

(b) Adistrict may not inpose a fee under this subsection (2):

(i) For a passenger-only ferry transportation inprovenent unless
the vehicle fee is first approved by a majority of the voters within
the jurisdiction of the district; or

(ii) Except as provided in RCW 36.73.065(4)(a)(i), that, if
conbined with the fees previously inposed by another district within
its boundaries under RCW 36. 73.065(4)(a) (i), exceeds twenty dollars.

Except as provided in RCW 36.73.065(4)(a)(i), if a district
i nposes or increases a fee under this subsection (2) that, if conbi ned

with the fees previously inposed by another district within its
boundaries, exceeds twenty dollars, the district shall provide a
credit for the previously inposed fees so that the conbined vehicle
fee does not exceed twenty doll ars.
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(3) The departnent of licensing shall admnister and collect the
fee. The departnent shall deduct a percentage anount, as provided by
contract, not to exceed one percent of the fees collected, for
adm nistration and col |l ection expenses incurred by it. The departnent
shall remt remaining proceeds to the custody of the state treasurer.
The state treasurer shall distribute the proceeds to the district on a
nont hl y basi s.

(4) No fee under this section nmay be collected until six nonths
after approval under RCW 36. 73. 065.

(5) The vehicle fee under this section applies only when renew ng
a vehicle registration, and is effective upon the registration renewal
date as provided by the departnent of |icensing.

(6) The following vehicles are exenpt from the fee under this
section:

(a) Farmtractors or farmvehicles as defined in RCW46.04. 180 and
46. 04. 181;

(b) Of-road and nonhi ghway vehicles as defined in RCW46. 09. 020;

(c) Vehicles registered wunder chapter 46.87 RCW and the
international registration plan; and

(d) Snowmobil es as defined in RCW46. 10. 010."

EFFECT:

* Increases the total vehicle license fee that may be i nposed
wi th voter approval fromone hundred to one hundred twenty
dol | ars.

e Permts multiple transportation benefit districts that share
overl appi ng (common) areas to each inpose, w thout voter
approval, up to twenty dollars in vehicle license fees in the
common areas, but limts total conbined fees in common areas to
no nore than forty doll ars.

* Requires that at least fifty percent of any non-voter approved
vehicle license fee in excess of twenty dollars be dedicated to
transit services or facilities.

» Establishes that, for transportation benefit districts that
i ncl ude a netropolitan nunicipal corporation or a county
transportation authority, the non-voter approved vehicle
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Iicense fees nmust be distributed according to an existing
statute which requires agreenent by a ngjority of the cities
| ocated wthin the county.

e Establishes that, for transportation benefit districts that
include a public transportation benefit area, the non-voter
approved vehicle license fees nust be distributed according to
any existing interlocal agreenent.
