entering the foster care system and reducing the length of stay for
children who do enter the system The |legislature further finds that
achieving inproved outcones for child safety and long-term famly
strength and well-being requires renewed thinking and a greater
enphasis on expanding the capacity to deliver evidence-based and
prom sing prevention and intervention services, earlier positive
engagenment with parents and children, nore flexibility to focus on
timely permanency outcones, and nore effective utilization of community
resources and private partners. The legislature also finds that the
goal of achieving lasting change in the state's child welfare system
requires buil ding and sustaining the serving capacity of prevention and
early intervention prograns through the reinvestnent of savings from
reduced foster care caseloads. The legislature further finds that
inplementation of these reforns should be approached through
col | aborative analysis and planning that includes the relevant state
agencies, Indian tribes and recogni zed | ndi an organi zati ons, comunity
partners, and other stakeholders. The legislature intends to direct
the devel opnent of a plan for the first phase of inplenentation to
begi n January 1, 2011

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:
(1) The children's admnistration wthin the departnent shal
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i npl ement two denonstration reforminitiatives utilizing performance-
based contracts for an array of evi dence-based and prom sing prevention
and intervention services for famlies who are at risk for an out-of-
home placenent or have a child in out-of-honme care, and for children
who are awaiting adoption. Two sites shall be selected, one for each
of the follow ng approaches to the inplenentation of performance-based
contracting:

(a) Performance-based contracts shall govern the delivery of all
child wel fare services, including case nmanagenent services; voluntary
and in-hone services; out-of-hone care services; and permanency
services relating to reunification, guardianship, adoption, and
preparation for independent |iving; and

(b) Performance-based contracts shall govern the delivery of child
wel fare services to children and famlies, including voluntary and in-
home services; out-of-honme care services; and permanency services
relating to reunification, guardi anship, adoption, and preparation for
i ndependent |iving. Case nmanagenent services shall continue to be the
responsibility of child welfare caseworkers enployed by the children's
adm ni strati on.

(2) The children's admnistration shall retain statew de
responsibility for:

(a) Child protection functions and services, including intake and
investigation of allegations of child abuse and neglect, energency
shelter care functions wunder RCW 13.34.050, and referrals to
appropriate providers, services, or prograns; and

(b) Licensing functions relating to child protection and child
wel fare services, including licensing of foster famly hones, group
homes, and other facilities serving children.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The performance contracting oversight commttee is established
for the primary purpose of providing expertise, structure, guidance,
and oversight for the inplenmentation of sections 1 through 5 of this
act. Menbership of the commttee shall include:

(a) Two representatives fromprivate nonprofit agencies providing
child welfare services to children and famlies referred by the
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departnent, including one representative of |icensed child placing
agenci es;

(b) The assistant secretary of the children's adm nistration in the
departnent, who shall serve as cochair of the commttee;

(c) One regional adm nistrator and one area adm nistrator in the
children's adm nistration selected by the assi stant secretary;

(d) The adm nistrator for the division of |icensed resources in the
children's adm nistration;

(e) Two nationally recognized experts in performance-based
contracting;

(f) The attorney general or his or her designee;

(g0 A representative of the collective bargaining unit that
represents the Jlargest nunber of enployees in the children's
adm ni stration;

(h) Arepresentative fromthe office of the famly and children's
onbudsman,;

(i) Two representatives fromthe Indian policy advisory commttee
convened by the departnent's office of Indian policy and support
servi ces;

(j) Two currently elected or former superior court judges wth
significant experience in dependency matters, selected by the superior
court judges' associ ation;

(k) One representative frompartners for our children affiliated
with the University of Wshington school of social work, who shall
serve as cochair of the commttee;

(1) Two nenbers of the | egislature, one fromeach chanber, selected
jointly by the speaker of the house of representatives and the
presi dent of the senate; and

(m Arepresentative of foster care providers.

(2) The cochairs of the coomittee shall convene the first neeting
of the commttee by June 15, 20009.

(3) The commttee shall develop the criteria for the inplenentation
of performance-based contracts at the denonstration sites in a nmanner
to mnimze any potential |oss of federal funds. The criteria nmust be
sufficient for the children's admnistration to devel op requests for
proposal and nust descri be:

(a) The services to be delivered under the contracts in order to
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assure providers have the flexibility to provi de adequate, appropriate,
and relevant evidence-based and promsing services to individual
children and famli es;

(b) The outcone neasures to be used to eval uate performance under
the contracts and the tools to be utilized to collect and report data
on performance;

(c) The procedure for referring famlies to contracted providers,
i ncluding clear protocols for continued conmuni cati on or coordi nation
bet ween contracted providers and the children's admnistration, and
I ndian tribes in order to assure child safety and well-being and to
pronote the famly's engagenent;

(d) The rate structures of the contracts, including incentives and
reinvestnents, if any, as well as how performance will be linked to
opportunities to bid on future contracts;

(e) A plan for communicating wth the multiple child-serving
systenms within the denonstration site regarding inplenentation of the
contracts, including clear descriptions of new roles and functions of
contracted case nmnagers, where appropriate. The comunication plan
shal | include a process for early and ongoi ng conmuni cati ons t hr oughout
the denonstration site, including a process for establishing and
mai nt ai ni ng communi cation with Indian tribes and organizations within
the denonstration site;

(f) Methods to be wused for nonitoring contract perfornance,
assuring quality of services, and ensuring conpliance with state and
federal laws including, but not |limted to, requirenents tied to
federal funding for foster care, and the Indian child welfare act as
well as the related guidelines and protocols established between the
state and tri bes;

(g) Estimates of start-up costs, including a discussion of how
those costs will be distributed under the contracts; and

(h) Recommendations for the distribution of legal and financia
risk and liability between the state and contracted partners.

(4) The criteria devel oped for the denonstration site described in
section 2(1)(b) of this act also shall include recommendations for the
optimum balance of shared responsibility for delivering child
protection services and child welfare services between the state and
communi ty-based providers, including a description of the core
functions to be perfornmed by each.
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(5) The denonstration sites shall be selected by the conmttee and
shal | include consideration of:

(a) The infrastructure and capacity of the site for delivering an
array of evidence-based and prom sing prevention and intervention
services, paying particular attention to the research devel oped by the
Washi ngton state institute for public policy regarding preventing the
need for and reducing the duration of foster care placenents;

(b) The willingness and ability of the site's conmunity providers,
children's adm nistration staff, and ot her stakeholders to effectively
col |l aborate in the devel opnent and i npl enentati on of performance-based
contracts for the delivery of child welfare services; and

(c) The existence of nultidisciplinary or nultisystem work on
performance inprovenent or reform efforts within the site that may
harnonize with or support the inplenentation of performance-based
contracts.

(6) After the sites have been selected, the conmttee shall convene
appropriate site transition teans to develop their respective
transition plans to inplenent the contracts. Site teans shall include
t hose persons identified by the assistant secretary and the executive
director as being essential to devel oping a conprehensive transition
pl an.

(7) The commttee shall select the denonstration sites and notify
the governor and the legislature of the site selections, and by
Decenber 1, 2010, the conmmttee shall brief the governor and the
| egislature on the phased inplenentation plans for each site. The
phased i npl enmentation of contracts shall begin January 1, 2011

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 74.13 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The assistant secretary of the children's admnistration and
the director of partners for our children, or their designees, shal
provi de the governor, the appropriate commttees of the |egislature,
and the performance contracting oversight commttee with:

(a) Periodic updates on the devel opnment of the transition plans via
el ectronically filed reports or in-person briefings, as convenient or
practicabl e; and

this section, including contracts and agreenents between public
entities, shall not be subject to the processes set forth in
subsections (1), (4), and (5) of this section.

(4) Conpetitive contracting shall be inplenented as foll ows:

(a) At least ninety days prior to the date the children's
adm ni stration requests bids fromprivate entities for a contract for

services provi ded by classified enpl oyees, t he children's
adm nistration shall notify the classified enpl oyees whose positions or
work woul d be displaced by the contract. The enployees shall have

(b) If the enpl oyees decide to conpete for the contract, they shal
notify the children's adm nistration of their decision. Enployees nust
formone or nore enpl oyee business units for the purpose of submtting
a bid or bids to performthe services.

(c) The director of personnel, with the advice and assistance of
the departnent of general admnistration, shall develop and nmake
avail able to enpl oyee business units training in the bidding process
and general bid preparation.

(f) The children's adm nistration may contract with the departnent
of general adm nistration to conduct the bidding process.

(d) A person, partnership, corporation, or other entity that
provides placenent or simlar services to exchange students or
i nternational student exchange visitors or persons who have the care of
an exchange student in their hone;

(e) A person, partnership, corporation, or other entity that
provi des placenent or simlar services to international children who
have entered the country by obtaining visas that neet the criteria for
medi cal care as established by the United States imm gration and
naturalization service, or persons who have the care of such an
international child in their hone;

(f) Schools, including boarding schools, which are engaged
primarily in education, operate on a definite school year schedul e,
follow a stated academ c curriculum accept only school -age children
and do not accept custody of children;

(g) Hospitals licensed pursuant to chapter 70.41 RCW when
performng functions defined in chapter 70.41 RCW nursing hones
licensed under chapter 18.51 RCW and boarding hones |icensed under

(1) Facilities approved and certified under chapter 71A 22 RCW
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(j) Any agency having been in operation in this state ten years
prior to June 8, 1967, and not seeking or accepting noneys or
assi stance fromany state or federal agency, and is supported in part
by an endowrent or trust fund;

(k) Persons who have a child in their honme for purposes of
adoption, if the child was placed in such home by a licensed child-
pl aci ng agency, an authorized public or tribal agency or court or if a
repl acenent report has been filed under chapter 26.33 RCW and the
pl acenment has been approved by the court;

(1) An agency operated by any unit of local, state, or federa
governnent or an agency licensed by an Indian tribe pursuant to RCW
74.15. 190;

(m A maxi mum or medium security program for juvenile offenders
operated by or under contract with the departnent;

(n) An agency located on a federal mlitary reservation, except
where the mlitary authorities request that such agency be subject to
the licensing requirenments of this chapter.

(3) "Departnent” nmeans the state departnment of social and health
services or a_supervising agency wth whom the departnent has
contracted for the provision of child welfare services under sections
1 through 6 of this act. For the purposes of child protective services
and_licensing, "departnent" neans only the departnent of social and
health servi ces.

(4) "Famly child care |icensee" neans a person who: (a) Provides
regul arly scheduled care for a child or children in the home of the
provider for periods of |less than twenty-four hours or, if necessary
due to the nature of the parent's work, for periods equal to or greater
than twenty-four hours; (b) does not receive child care subsidies; and
(c) is licensed by the state under RCW74. 15. 030.

(5) "Juvenile" nmeans a person under the age of twenty-one who has
been sentenced to a termof confinenment under the supervision of the
depart nent under RCW13. 40. 185.

(6) "Probationary license" neans a license i ssued as a disciplinary
measure to an agency that has previously been issued a full |icense but
is out of conpliance with |icensing standards.

(7) "Requirenment" neans any rule, regulation, or standard of care
to be mai ntai ned by an agency.

(8) "Secretary" neans the secretary of social and health services.
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(9) "Street youth" nmeans a person under the age of eighteen who
lives outdoors or in another unsafe | ocation not intended for occupancy
by the m nor and who is not residing wwth his or her parent or at his
or her legally authorized residence.

(10) "Supervising agency"” neans a private nonprofit agency |icensed

by the state or an Indian tribe with whom the departnent has contracted
under sections 1 through 6 of this act for the provision of child
wel fare services. In no case may a supervi sing agency be contracted to

license persons or facilities under this title or to provide child
protecti ve services.

(11) "Transitional living services" neans at a mninmum to the
extent funds are avail able, the foll ow ng:
(a) Educat i onal servi ces, i ncl udi ng basi c literacy and

conputational skills training, either in local alternative or public
hi gh schools or in a high school equivalency program that |eads to
obt ai ni ng a hi gh school equival ency degree;

(b) Assistance and counseling related to obtaining vocational
trai ning or higher education, job readiness, job search assistance, and
pl acenment prograns;

(c) Counseling and instruction in life skills such as noney
managenent, home managenent, consumer skills, parenting, health care,
access to conmunity resources, and transportati on and housi ng opti ons;

(d) Individual and group counseling; and

(e) Establishing networks with federal agencies and state and | ocal
organi zati ons such as the United States departnent of |abor, enpl oynent
and training admnistration programs including the job training
partnership act which adm ni sters private industry councils and the job
corps; vocational rehabilitation; and vol unteer prograns.
