Background: Completion of a public works project may require work outside the scope of
the original contract; for example, to bring the project in line with newly established or
amended environmental regulations. A change order calls for modifications to a contract for
things such as additional work or an extended completion time. The public entity must
approve of the request for the contractor to receive payment.

Summary of Bill: For additional work beyond the scope of the contract, the state or
municipality must issue a change order within 30 days of satisfactory completion of all or a
portion of the additional work. If a change order is not issued within 30 days, the state or
municipality must pay interest at a rate of 1 percent per month.
