Brief Description:  Making 2010 supplemental operating appropriations.

Sponsors:  Senate Committee on Ways & Means (originally sponsored by Senators Prentice and 
Tom; by request of Governor Gregoire).

Background:  The operating expenses of state government and its agencies and programs are 
funded on a biennial basis by an omnibus operations budget adopted by the Legislature in 
odd-numbered years.  In even-numbered years, a supplemental budget is adopted, making 
various modifications to agency appropriations.  State operating expenses are paid from the 
state General Fund and from various dedicated funds and accounts.

Summary:  The 2009-11 biennial appropriations for the various agencies and programs of 
the state are modified.

Partial Veto Summary:  The Governor vetoed approximately 60 sections of the operating 
budget bill. The state General Fund impact of the vetoes reduces GF-S reserves by 
approximately $27 million, reducing the total expected GF-S reserves to $452 million instead 
of the $480 million assumed in the budget that passed the Legislature.
