Background: Legacy college admissions are preferences given to applicants, who are
children of alumni, for admission to an institution. Current research shows that 52 of the top
68 national universities and 50 of the top 53 liberal arts colleges grant legacy preferences.
These include both private and public institutions.

Summary of Bill: The Legislature asks the President of the United States, Congress, and the
Secretary of Education to deny federal grants, student aid, or other financial benefits to
colleges or universities that use legacy preferences in their admissions decisions.
Appropriation: None.
