 2 to read as follows:

 4 services whenever a child is present in a vehicle being driven by a
 5 person being arrested on probable cause for a drug or alcohol-related
 6 driving offense.  This section does not require law enforcement to take
 7 custody of the child unless there is no person or agency having the
