AN ACT Relating to state agency climate | eadership; anmending RCW
43.19.565, 43.41.130, 43.19.675, 43.19.680, 43.41.170, and 39. 35D. 010;
addi ng new sections to chapter 70.235 RCW and creating new sections.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that in chapter 14,
Laws of 2008, the legislature established greenhouse gas em ssion
reduction limts for Washington state, including a reduction of overal
em ssions by 2020 to em ssion levels in 1990, a reduction by 2035 to
| evel s twenty-five percent below 1990 |levels, and by 2050 a further
reduction below 1990 | evel s. Based upon estimated 2006 em ssion | evel s
in Washington, this will require a reduction from present em ssion
| evel s of over twenty-five percent in the next eleven years. The
| egislature further finds that state governnment activities are a
significant source of em ssions, and that state governnment shoul d neet
targets for reducing em ssions fromits buildings, vehicles, and all
operations that denonstrate that these reductions are achi evabl e, cost-
effective, and wll help to pronpote innovative energy efficiency
t echnol ogi es and practi ces.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A newsectionis added to chapter 70.235 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Al state agencies shall neet the statew de greenhouse gas
emssion limts established in RCW70.235.020 to achi eve the foll ow ng,
using the esti mates and strategy established in subsections (2) and (3)
of this section:

(a) By July 1, 2020, reduce em ssions by fifteen percent from 2005
em ssion | evels;

(b) By 2035, reduce emssions to twenty-five percent below 2005
| evel s; and

(c) By 2050, reduce emssions to the greater reduction of fifty
percent bel ow 2005 | evels, or seventy percent bel ow the expected state
government em ssions that year.

(2)(a) By June 30, 2010, all state agencies shall report estimates
of emssions for 2005 to the departnent, including 2009 |evels of
em ssions, and projected em ssions through 2035.

(b) State agencies required to report under RCW 70.94.151 nust
estimate em ssions from net hodol ogi es recommended by t he departnent and
must be based on actual operation of those agencies. Agencies not
required to report under RCW70.94. 151 shall derive em ssions estinates
usi ng an em ssions cal cul ator provided by the departnent.

(3) By June 30, 2011, each state agency shall submt to the
departnment a strategy to neet the requirenents in subsection (1) of
this section. The strategy nust address enployee travel activities,
tel econferencing alternatives, and include existing and proposed
actions, a tineline for reductions, and reconmendati ons for budgetary
and other incentives to reduce em ssions, especially from enployee
busi ness travel .

(4) By Cctober 1st of each even-nunbered year beginning in 2012,
each state agency shall report to the departnment the actions taken to
nmeet the emssion reduction targets under the strategy for the
precedi ng fiscal biennium The departnent may aut hori ze the depart nent
of general admnistration to report on behalf of any state agency
having fewer than five hundred full-tinme equival ent enpl oyees at any
time during the reporting period. The departnent shall cooperate with
the departnent of general admnistration and the departnent of
comunity, trade, and econom c devel opnent to develop consolidated
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reporting nethodologies that incorporate em ssion reduction actions
taken across all or substantially all state agencies.

(5) Al state agencies shall cooperate in providing information to
the departnment, the departnent of general admnistration, and the
departnent of community, trade, and econom c developnent for the
pur poses of this section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A newsectionis added to chapter 70.235 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The departnment shall devel op an em ssions cal cul ator to assi st
state agencies in estimating aggregate emssions as well as in
estimating the relative emssions fromdifferent ways in carrying out
activities.

(2) The departnent may use data such as totals of building space
occupi ed, energy purchases and generation, notor vehicle fuel purchases
and total mleage driven, and other reasonable sources of data to nmake
these estimates. The estimates may be derived from a single
met hodol ogy using these or other factors, except that for the top ten
state agencies in occupied building space and vehicle mles driven, the
estimates nust be based upon the actual and projected operations of
t hose agenci es. The estimtes my be adjusted, and reasonable
estimates derived, when agencies have been created since 1990 or
functions reorgani zed anong state agencies since 1990. The estimates
may i ncorporate projected em ssions reductions that also affect state
agencies under the program authorized in RCW 70.235.020 and other
existing policies that will result in em ssions reductions.

(3) By Decenber 31st of each even-nunbered year begi nning in 2010,
the departnent shall report to the governor and to the appropriate
comm ttees of the senate and house of representatives the total state
agenci es' em ssions of greenhouse gases for 2005 and the preceding two
years and actions taken to neet the em ssions reduction targets.

Sec. 4. RCWA43.19.565 and 2005 ¢ 214 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The department of general admnistration shall establish a
nmot or vehicle transportation service which is hereby enpowered to:

(()) (a) Provide suitable notor vehicle transportation services
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to any state agency on either a tenporary or permanent basis upon
requi sition froma state agency and upon such denonstration of need as
the departnent may require;

((2)) (b) Provide notor pools for the use of state agencies
| ocated in the Aynpia area and such additional notor pools at other
| ocations in the state as may be necessary to provide econonc,
efficient, and effective notor vehicle transportation services to state
agencies. Such additional notor pools may be under either the direct
control of the department or under the supervision of another state
agency by agreenent with the departnent;

((3))) (c) Establish an equitable schedule of rental and m | eage
charges to agencies for notor vehicle transportation services furnished
which shall be designed to provide funds to cover replacenent of
vehicles, the purchase of additional vehicles, and to recover the
actual total costs of notor pool operations including but not Iimted
to vehicle operation expense, depreciation expense, overhead, and
nonr ecoverabl e collision or other damage to vehicl es; and

((4)) (d) Establish guidelines, procedures, and standards for
fl eet operations that other state agencies and institutions of higher
educati on may adopt. The gui delines, procedures, and standards shal
be consistent with and carry out the objectives of any general policies
adopted by the office of financial managenent under RCW43.41. 130.

(2) The departnent of general adm nistration shall phase in fuel
econony standards for notor pools_in direct control of the departnent
or under the supervision of another state agency. The notor pools nust

reach an average fuel econony of thirty-six mles per gallon by June 1,
2015. Mot or _pools refer to passenger vehicles, including passenger
vans_and_sport utility vehicles. Passenger vehicles are_ exenpt if
used: (a) By the Washington state patrol; or (b) for natural resource

managenent in a fifty percent off-pavenent capacity.

Sec. 5. RCW43.41.130 and 1982 ¢ 163 s 13 are each anended to read
as follows:

The director of financial managenent, after consultation w th other
interested or affected state agencies, shall establish overall policies
governi ng the acquisition, operation, nmanagenent, mai ntenance, repair,
and di sposal of, all passenger notor vehicles owned or operated by any
state agency. Such policies shall include but not be limted to a
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definition of what constitutes authorized use of a state owned or
control | ed passenger notor vehicle and other notor vehicles on official
state business. The definition shall include, but not be |limted to,
t he use of state-owned notor vehicles for conmuter ride sharing so | ong
as the entire capital depreciation and operational expense of the
comuter ride-sharing arrangenent is paid by the comuters. Any use
ot her than such defined use shall be considered as personal use. By
June 15, 2010, the director of financial nanagenent, in consultation
with the departnent of general adm nistration and the departnent of
transportation, shall develop policies to_direct state_ agencies_to
reduce fuel consunption and emi ssions fromall classes of vehicles.

The director of financial managenent, in establishing policies for
passenger vehicles owned or operated by any state agency, shall require
all agency notor vehicle pools and agencies with a fleet of ten
vehicles _or_greater to_ achieve an_average fuel econony_ standard_of
thirty-six mles per gallon by June 1, 2015. Mot or pools and fleets
refer to passenger vehicles, including passenger vans and sport utility
vehi cl es. Passenger vehicles are exenpt if used: (1) By_ the
Washi ngton state patrol; or (2) for natural resource nmanagenent in a
fifty percent off-pavenent capacity.

Sec. 6. RCW43.19.675 and 2001 ¢ 214 s 26 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) For each state-owned facility greater than ten thousand square
feet that has not had an energy audit conpleted in the past five years
the director of general adm nistration, or the agency responsible for
the facility if other than the departnent of general admnistration
shal |l conduct an energy audit of that facility. This energy audit may
be conducted by contract or by other arrangenent, including appropriate
agency staff. Per f or mance- based contracting shall be the preferred
method for inplenmenting and conpleting energy audits. ((Fer—each
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no—tater—than—GOctober—1—2001L—and—the—waltk-—throvgh—swrveys—shal-—be
conpletednotaterthanJuly-1.-2002.))

(2)(a) The director of general admnistration shall develop a
schedul e for conducting and conpleting state agency energy audits. Al
energy audits nust be conpleted by Decenber 1, 2013.

(b) The director of general admi nistration shall devel op procedures
to ensure that consistent nethods for energy benchnmarks are used when
conducting energy audits.

Sec. 7. RCW43.19.680 and 2001 ¢ 214 s 27 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Upon conpletion of each wal k-through survey required by RCW
43.19. 675, the director of general admnistration or the agency
responsible for the facility if other than the department of genera
adm nistration shall inplement energy conservation maintenance and
operation procedures that may be identified for any state-owned
facility. These procedures shall be inplenented as soon as possible
but not |ater than twel ve nonths after the wal k-through survey.

(2) If a walk-through survey has identified potentially cost-
ef fective energy conservation neasures, the agency responsible for the
facility shall wundertake an investnent grade audit of the facility.
| nvest ment grade audits shall be conpleted no |ater than Decenber 1,
((20062)) 2013. Installation of cost-effective energy conservation
measures recommended in the investnent grade audit shall be conpleted
no | ater than June 30, ((2664)) 2016.

(3) ((For—each—bienntwm—untH—alH-—neasvres—are—inastalbbed-)) The
director of general admnistration shall report to the governor and the
| egi sl ature ((+hstaat+on—progress—fand})) on the progress of energy
audits, developnment of energy benchmarks, and_ energy efficiency
measures planned for installation during the ensuing biennium  This
report shall be submtted by Decenber 31, ((2664)) 2014, or at the end
of the foll ow ng year whi chever i medi ately precedes the capital budget
adoption, and ((every—two—years—thereafter—unti—al-—neasures—are
tastaled)) a final report by Decenber 31, 2016.

(4) Agencies mmy contract wth energy service conpanies as
aut hori zed by chapter 39.35C RCWfor energy audits and inplenentation
of cost-effective energy conservation neasures. State agencies nust
conplete an_energy audit prior to or as_part of a request for state
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funds on_any energy efficiency project for an_agency-owned or |eased
facility. The departnent shall provide technically qualified personnel
to the responsi bl e agency upon request. The departnent shall recover
a fee for this service.

Sec. 8. RCWA43.41.170 and 1989 ¢ 11 s 15 are each anended to read
as follows:

The office of financial nmanagenent shall ((enrsure—that)) require
state agencies to perform energy audits as_ required under RCW
43.19.675. To the extent possible through the budget process ((shat-
alHoew)), state agencies inplenmenting energy conservation ((te))
neasures_as_identified under RCW 43.19.680 may retain the resulting
cost savings for other purposes, including further energy conservation.

Sec. 9. RCW 39.35D.010 and 2005 ¢ 12 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The legislature finds that public buildings can be built and
renovated using high-performance nethods that save noney, |nprove
school performance, and make workers nore productive. Hi gh-perfornmance
public buildings are proven to increase student test scores, reduce
wor ker absenteei sm and cut energy and utility costs.

(2) It is the intent of the |legislature that state-owned buil dings
and schools be inproved by adopting recognized standards for high-
performance public buildings, reducing energy consunption, and all ow ng
fl exi ble methods and choices in how to achieve those standards and
reductions. The legislature also intends that public agencies and
public school districts shall docunent costs and savings to nonitor
this program and ensure that economc, community, and environnental
goals are achieved each year, and that an independent perfornmance
review be conducted to evaluate this program and determ ne the extent
to which the results intended by this chapter are being net.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. This act shall be in effect only to the
extent that funds are specifically appropriated for the purposes of
this act.
