AN ACT Relating to using credit history, education, and income for
Iinsurance purposes; amending RCW 48.18.545 and 48.19.035; adding a new
section to chapter 48.18 RCW; adding a new section to chapter 48.19
RCW; and providing an effective date.

This act takes effect July 1, 2011, and
applies to all personal insurance policies issued or renewed on or
after July 1, 2011.
