(2) Career and technical student organization activities are

integral to career and technical education if they:

(a) Provide instructional strategies used to devel op, inprove, and

expand occupational conpetencies that relate to a particular career

and technical subject matter;

(b) Are an extension of the classroomand |aboratory instructiona

programthat enriches and enhances cl assroom | earni ng; and

(c) Include curriculumoriented activities to help students to

gain personal and |eadership skills that mnaximze enployability and

the ability to becone productive citizens in the workforce, hone, and

conmmuni ty.
(3) In order to receive state support, career and technical

student organi zati ons nust:

(a) Prepare students for career experiences beyond hi gh school;

(b) Help students develop personal, |eadership, technical, and

occupational skills;

(c) Be an integral conponent of career and technical education

i nstructional prograns; and

(d) Directly help students achieve state |earning goals,

especially goals three and four wth respect to critical thinking
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probl em sol ving, and decision-naking skills. To the extent funds are

avai l abl e, the superintendent of public instruction shall maintain
support for statewide coordination for career and technical student
organi zations by providing program staff support that is available to
assist in neeting the needs of <career and technical student
organi zations and their nenbers and students. The superintendent nmay
provi de additional support to the organizations through contracting
wi t h i ndependent coordi nators.

((£2»))(4) Career and technical student organizations eligible for
techni cal assistance and other support services under this section are
organi zations recogni zed as career and technical student organizations
by:

(a) The United States departnent of education; or

(b) The superintendent of public instruction, if such recognition
is recommended by the Washi ngton association for career and technica
educati on.

((6£3)))(5) Career and technical student organizations eligible for
techni cal assistance and other support services under this section
include, but are not limted to: The national FFA organization;
famly, car eer, and comunity |eaders of Anmerica; ski | | SUSA,
distributive education clubs of Anerica; future business |eaders of
Anerica; and the technol ogy student association.”
