EFFECT: Extends to all graduating classes after the clas s of
2008, a policy that allows students to graduate wit hout a
Certificate of Academic Achievement or Certificate of Individual
Achievement as long as they take additional mathema tics classes and
meet the state standard in the other required conte nt areas on the
state assessment. Under current law this policy end s with the class
of 2012, and the law expires August 31, 2013. Clar ifies that
students may not submit collections of evidence as an alternative
assessment in mathematics for purposes of graduatio n. Removes the
intent section, which describes end-of-course math assessments for

the classes of 2013 and 2014.
