(1) A state hospital may administer antipsychotic medication
without consent to an individual who is committed u nder this chapter
as criminally insane by following the same procedur es applicable to
the administration of antipsychotic medication with out consent to a
civily committed patient under RCW 71.05.217, exce pt for the
following:

(&) The maximum period during which the court may authorize the
administration of medication without consent under a single
involuntary medication petition shall be the time r emaining on the
individual's current order of commitment or one hun dred eighty days,

whichever is shorter; and

(b) A petition for involuntary medication may be f iled in either
the superior court of the county that ordered the c ommitment or the
superior court of the county in which the individua | is receiving
treatment, provided that a copy of any order that i s entered must be
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provided to the superior court of the county that o

commitment following the hearing. The superior cou
commitment shall retain exclusive jurisdiction over
concerning the release of the patient.

EFFECT: Provides that local jails cannot refuse
patient of a state hospital solely based on the pat
a state hospital patient.

Provides that the state has a compelling interest i
antipsychotic medication to a patient who has been
criminally insane when refusal of antipsychotic med

result in a likelihood of serious harm or substanti
deterioration, or substantially prolong the length

commitm ent, and there is no less intrusive course of treat
medication that is in the best interest of the pati

Authorizes state hospitals to administer antipsycho
without consent to an individual who is committed a
insane according to the same general standards that
administration of antipsychotic medication without
patient committed for 180 days under the Involuntar
(ITA). (The ITA standards generally allow administ
medication without consent if the petitioner proves
cogent, and convincing evidence that a compelling s
justifies overriding the patient's lack of consent,
treatment is necessary and effective, and medically
alternative forms of treatment are not available, h
successful, or are not likely to be effective.)

The maximum time period for administration of medic
consent to an individual committed as criminally in
exceed the time remaining on the commitment order,
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whichever is shorter. The petition for involuntary medication may

be filed in either the superior court of the county that ordered the
commitment or where the individual is receiving tre atment. The
superior court of the county that ordered the commi tment retains
exclusive jurisdiction over all hearings concerning the release of
the patient.
