(a) For students attending two or four-year instit utions of higher
education as defined in RCW 28B.10.016, the value o f the award shall
be (i) ((the difference-between———))the student's tuition and required
fees, less the value of any state-funded grant, sch olarship, or waiver
assistance the student receives and less the value of any financial
assistance the student receives from the opportunit y scholarship
program ; (ii) plus five hundred dollars for books and mate rials.

(b) For students attending private four-year insti tutions of
higher education in Washington, the award amount sh all be the
representative average of awards granted to student s in public

research universities in Washington.

(c) For students attending private vocational scho ols in
Washington, the award amount shall be the represent ative average of
awards granted to students in public community and technical colleges

in Washington.
(7) Recipients may receive no more than four full- time years'
worth of scholarship awards.

(8) Institutions of higher education shall award t he student all
need-based and merit-based financial aid for which the student would
otherwise qualify. The Washington college bound sc holarship is
intended to replace unmet need, loans, and, at the student's option,
work-study award before any other grants or scholar ships are reduced.

(9) The first scholarships shall be awarded to stu dents graduating
in 2012.

(10) The state of Washington retains legal ownersh ip of tuition
units awarded as scholarships under this chapter un til the tuition
units are redeemed. These tuition units shall rema in separately held
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from any tuition units owned under chapter 28B.95 R
college bound scholarship recipient.

(11) The scholarship award must be used within fiv
receipt. Any unused scholarship tuition units reve
Washington college bound scholarship account.

(12) Should the recipient terminate his or her enr
reason during the academic year, the unused portion
tuition units shall revert to the Washington colleg

account.
