abstracts service number 115-96-8, as of the effect ive date of this 

section in amounts greater than one hundred parts p er million in any 

product component."

  EFFECT:  Retains the restrictions on the use of TD CPP and TCEP 

in children's products or residential upholstered f urniture in 
amounts greater than 100 parts per million in any p roduct component, 
beginning July 1, 2015. Deletes provisions restrict ing the use of 
Chemicals of High Concern for Children, allowing fo r exemptions from 
those restrictions upon the completion of an altern atives assessment 
process, and requiring the submission of certificat es of compliance. 
Allows for the assessment of fines of up to $5,000 for all 
violations by manufacturers, rather than $1,000 for  initial 
violations and $5,000 for subsequent violations.
