Background: The Medal of Honor is the highest military award that can be bestowed upon
an individual, awarded for valor in action above the call of duty.

A recipient of the Medal of Honor is eligible for the Medal of Honor special license plates for
use on a motor vehicle. The Medal of Honor license plate is exempt from vehicle license
fees, license plate fees, and motor vehicle excise taxes.

Summary of Substitute Bill: A recipient of the Medal of Honor is eligible for up to three
sets of Medal of Honor special license plates. In lieu of the Medal of Honor special plate, a
recipient of the Medal of Honor is eligible to receive regular issue or special license plates,
exempt from vehicle license fees and motor vehicle excise taxes.
