AN ACT Relating to electric vehicle charging stations; addi ng new
sections to chapter 46.08 RCW and creating new secti ons.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The legislature finds that:

(a) The transportation sector is the biggest contributor to
Washi ngton's greenhouse gas em ssions and accounts for over forty
percent of such em ssions;

(b) The devel opnent and success of zero em ssion vehicles wll
protect the environnent, stinulate economc growh, and inprove the
quality of life in the state

(c) The developnent of infrastructure for open and accessible
public charging stations is necessary to support the use of electric
vehi cl es;

(d) To pronote the growth of electric vehicles, consuners need
confidence that they can access a robust network of publicly avail able
charging stations, regardl ess of systemprovider; and

(e) Electric vehicle drivers need to be able to find charging
stations and know how nmuch t hey cost.
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(2) It is the intent of the legislature to (a) pronote a positive
driving experience by assisting in the w despread deploynent of
el ectric vehicles, (b) allow an owner or operator of publicly available
chargi ng spaces to restrict use of or access to those chargi ng spaces
to its custoners, and (c) facilitate expanded driver access to electric
vehi cl e charging stations in public places.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 46.08 RCW
to read as foll ows:

For the purposes of this section and section 3 of this act, the
follow ng definitions apply:

(1) "Battery" neans an electrochem cal energy storage system
powered directly by electrical current.

(2) "Electric vehicle" nmeans a vehicle that uses a plug-in battery
to provide all or part of the notive power of the vehicle, including a
battery electric, plug-in hybrid electric, or plug-in fuel cel
vehi cl e.

(3) "Electric vehicle service equipnent” neans an electric
conponent assenbly or cluster of conponent assenblies designed
specifically to charge batteries within electric vehicles by permtting
the transfer of electric energy to a battery or other storage device in
the electric vehicle.

(4) "Interoperability billing standards" neans the ability for a
menber of one electric vehicle charging billing network to use anot her
billing network.

(5) "Network roam ng" neans the act of a nenber of one electric
vehi cl e charging network using his or her billing account information
to gain access to a public charging station that is outside of the
menber's billing network.

(6) "Public charging station" neans one or nore publicly avail abl e
char gi ng spaces served by electric vehicle service equi pnent.

(7) "Publicly avail abl e chargi ng space" neans a chargi ng space t hat
has been designated by the owner or operator of the space to be
avail able to, and accessible by, the public and nmay include on-street
charging stations and charging stations in surface lots or parking
gar ages. "Publicly available charging space" does not include a
charging space that is part of, or associated with, a private
resi dence, a charging space that is reserved for the exclusive use of
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an individual driver or vehicle or for a group of drivers or vehicles,
such as enpl oyees, tenants, visitors, residents of a compn interest
devel opnent, or residents of an adjacent building, or a charging space
provi ded by a producer of electric vehicles as a service.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 46.08 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1)(a) The owner or operator of a public charging station may offer
el ectric vehicle charging to subscribers or nenbers of an electric
vehi cl e chargi ng network. Users of the station who are not subscribers
or menbers of the network nust be able to access a public charging
station as provided in (b) of this subsection.

(b) The owner or operator of a public charging station that
requires users to pay a fee may not require users to pay a subscription
fee to use the station, and may not require users to obtain nenbership
in any club, association, or organization as a condition of using the
station. The total actual charges for the use of a public charging
station may include additional network roam ng charges for nonnmenbers
or nonsubscribers and nmust be disclosed to the public at the point of
sale prior to a commtnent to pay the charges. A public charging
station that requires the paynent of a fee nust allow a person desiring
to use the station to pay via a credit card or nobile technol ogy, or
both. Omers and operators of public charging stations shoul d consi der
all owm ng users to pay with cash

(2) The owner or operator of a public charging station is strongly
encouraged to disclose to the national renewabl e energy |aboratory the
public charging station's geographic |ocation, a schedule of fees,
accepted net hods of paynent, and the anount of network roam ng charges
for nonnmenbers, if any.

(3) A public charging station (a) nust display the nethod for
contacting the charging station's operator to obtain i nmedi ate access
to charging, and (b) where commercially reasonabl e and feasi ble, may be
clearly marked with appropriate directional signage in the parking area
or facility where the public charging station is | ocated.

(4)(a) If interoperability standards have not been adopted by a
nati onal standards organization within two years of the effective date
of this section, the departnent of transportation nmay adopt

interoperability billing standards or other rules that allow for
net wor k roam ng paynent methods for public charging stations.

(b) If the departnment of transportation adopts standards or rules
under (a) of this subsection, it must consider other governnental or
i ndustry-devel oped interoperability billing standards and my adopt
interoperability billing standards pronulgated by an outside
authoritative body. Any public charging station that requires paynent
must neet any standards adopted by the departnment within one year.

(5 This section does not apply to an owner or operator of a
publicly avail abl e chargi ng space whose prinmary business is other than
el ectric vehicl e charging.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. This act does not apply to charging stations
install ed before the effective date of this section.
