EFFECT: (1) Removes the emergency clause making the bill take
effect immediately and makes the bill take effect upon a finding from
the Washington State Supreme Court declaring that the state is 1In
compliance with its paramount duty under Article IX, section 1 of the
state Constitution to make ample provision for the education of all
children residing within its borders.

(2) Requires the Attorney General to provide notice of the
