On page 1, line 2 of the title, after "suicide;" strike the23
remainder of the title and insert "adding a new section to chapter24
71.05 RCW; and creating a new section."25

EFFECT: Removes provisions relating to noting the incident of
threatened or attempted suicide in a police incident report and
removes time limit after entry of the incident report for the event
to be reported to a designated mental health professional. Removes
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requirement for law enforcement agencies to develop a system for
making referrals to designated mental health professional agencies
based on notations made in incident reports. Removes intent section.
