program business plan so that future staffing levels are sustainable11
and meet necessary skill sets. This can be done effectively and12
efficiently in close partnership with the private sector.13

(2) To this end, the department of transportation shall maintain14
the size of its engineering and technical workforce at levels that15
approximate the staffing levels currently in place, realizing that16
minor adjustments will be needed to meet project delivery goals.17

(3) To successfully deliver the highway construction program as18
funded, the department of transportation may continue to utilize19
private consulting firms for engineering and technical service20
delivery.21

(4) The department shall provide a report regarding engineering22
employee recruitment and retention issues affecting program oversight23
and delivery. In addition to salary survey market data, the report24
must consider employee compensation issues for engineering and25
technical positions that may hinder the recruitment and retention of26
a quality core workforce in preliminary engineering, design, and27
construction programs. The report must provide recommendations to the28
legislature and governor by June 30, 2016.29

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 502.  (1) By November 15, 2015, and annually30
thereafter, the department of transportation must report on amounts31
expended to benefit transit, bicycle, or pedestrian elements within32
all connecting Washington projects in programs I, P, and Z identified33
in LEAP Transportation Document 2015 NL-1 as developed June 28, 2015.34
The report must address each modal category separately and identify35
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if eighteenth amendment protected funds have been used and, if not,1
the source of funding.2

(2) To facilitate the report in subsection (1) of this section,3
the department of transportation must require that all bids on4
connecting Washington projects include an estimate on the cost to5
implement any transit, bicycle, or pedestrian project elements.6

(3) During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may30
transfer from the state patrol highway account to the connecting31
Washington account such amounts as reflect the excess fund balance of32
the state patrol highway account.33

Sec. 602.  RCW 46.68.060 and 2013 c 306 s 717 are each amended to34
read as follows:35

There is hereby created in the state treasury a fund to be known36
as the highway safety fund to the credit of which must be deposited37
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all moneys directed by law to be deposited therein. This fund must be1
used for carrying out the provisions of law relating to driver2
licensing, driver improvement, financial responsibility, cost of3
furnishing abstracts of driving records and maintaining such case4
records, and to carry out the purposes set forth in RCW 43.59.010,5
and chapters 46.72 and 46.72A RCW. During the ((2011-2013 and))6

Sec. 604.  RCW 46.68.290 and 2006 c 337 s 5 are each amended to33
read as follows:34

(1) The transportation partnership account is hereby created in35
the state treasury. All distributions to the account from RCW36
46.68.090 must be deposited into the account. Money in the account37
may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account38
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must be used only for projects or improvements identified as 20051
transportation partnership projects or improvements in the omnibus2
transportation appropriations act, including any principal and3
interest on bonds authorized for the projects or improvements.4

(2) The legislature finds that:5
(a) Citizens demand and deserve accountability of transportation-6

related programs and expenditures. Transportation-related programs7
must continuously improve in quality, efficiency, and effectiveness8
in order to increase public trust;9

(b) Transportation-related agencies that receive tax dollars must10
continuously improve the way they operate and deliver services so11

(3) For purposes of chapter 314, Laws of 2005:17
(a) "Performance audit" means an objective and systematic18

assessment of a state agency or agencies or any of their programs,19
functions, or activities by the state auditor or designee in order to20
help improve agency efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability.21
Performance audits include economy and efficiency audits and program22
audits.23

(b) "Transportation-related agency" means any state agency,24
board, or commission that receives funding primarily for25
transportation-related purposes. At a minimum, the department of26
transportation, the transportation improvement board or its successor27
entity, the county road administration board or its successor entity,28
and the traffic safety commission are considered transportation-29
related agencies. The Washington state patrol and the department of30
licensing shall not be considered transportation-related agencies31
under chapter 314, Laws of 2005.32

the state auditor shall establish criteria and protocols for34
performance audits. Transportation-related agencies shall be audited35
using criteria that include generally accepted government auditing36
standards as well as legislative mandates and performance objectives37
established by state agencies.

(5) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,1
the state auditor may conduct performance audits for transportation-2
related agencies.

(f) Recommendations for eliminating or changing statutes, rules,23
and policy directives as may be necessary to ensure that the24
transportation-related agency carry out reasonably and properly those25
functions vested in the agency by statute;26

(g) Verification of the reliability and validity of27
transportation-related agency performance data, self-assessments, and28
performance measurement systems as required under RCW 43.88.090;29

(h) Identification of potential cost savings in the30
transportation-related agency, its programs, and its services;31

(i) Identification and recognition of best practices;32
(j) Evaluation of planning, budgeting, and program evaluation33

policies and practices;34
(k) Evaluation of personnel systems operation and management;35
(l) Evaluation of purchasing operations and management policies36

and practices;37
(m) Evaluation of organizational structure and staffing levels,38

particularly in terms of the ratio of managers and supervisors to39
nonmanagement personnel; and40
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(n) Evaluation of transportation-related project costs, including1
but not limited to environmental mitigation, competitive bidding2
practices, permitting processes, and capital project management.3

(7) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,4
the state auditor must provide the preliminary performance audit5
reports to the audited state agency for comment. The auditor also may6
seek input on the preliminary report from other appropriate7
officials. Comments must be received within thirty days after receipt8
of the preliminary performance audit report unless a different time9
period is approved by the state auditor. The final performance audit10
report shall include the objectives, scope, and methodology; the11
audit results, including findings and recommendations; the agency's12
response and conclusions; and identification of best practices.13

(8) The state auditor shall provide final performance audit14
reports to the citizens of Washington, the governor, the joint15
legislative audit and review committee, the appropriate legislative16
committees, and other appropriate officials.

If the audited agency does not agree with the audit25
findings and recommendations or believes action is not required, then26
the action plan shall include an explanation and specific reasons.27

The office of financial management shall require periodic28
progress reports from the audited agency until all resolution has29
occurred.
