WHEREAS, The variety of educational programs taught by the12
Washington State Historical Society have benefited our state's13
children in immeasurable ways; and14

WHEREAS, As facilitators of the Washington State History Day15
program, the Washington State Historical Society continues to nurture16
and cultivate a love of history in generation after generation of17
Washington students; and18

WHEREAS, The Washington State Historical Society's research19
center in Tacoma houses countless artifacts, ephemera, photographs,20
and documents that are essential to preserving the history of our21
great state; and22
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WHEREAS, The State Capital Museum in Olympia provides dozens of1
educational and cultural programs to the public throughout the year;2

WHEREAS, The State History Museum in Tacoma is one of the most4
vital cultural assets the State of Washington has in its possession5
today;6

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Washington State House7
of Representatives recognize the Washington State Historical Society8
for its 125 years of service as stewards of our common history, its9
role in developing the minds of our state's youth, and its fervent10
effort to continue preserving and sharing the stories of Washington's11
people; and12

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That copies of this resolution be13
transmitted by the Chief Clerk of the House of Representatives to14
Jennifer Kilmer, Director of the Washington State Historical Society;15
and the Washington State Historical Society Board of Trustees.16
