
WHEREAS, A convenient, safe, equitable, and environmentally sound1
system for the financing, takeback, and recycling of solar modules is2
an important component of Washington's renewable energy industry; and3

WHEREAS, There are numerous stakeholders with valuable insight4
and experience in this field who can help to support legislators in5
formulating such policy;6

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Washington State House7
of Representatives, through its committee with jurisdiction over8
energy issues, shall convene and complete a stakeholder process to9
develop recommendations as to how to equitably ensure financing,10
takeback, and recycling of solar modules sold prior to July 1, 2016,11
in or into the state, and solar modules of any manufacturer that is12
no longer solvent or doing business at the end of the modules' useful13
lives.14
